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chairman of the board

It has been a full docket of work for the Board of the School this 
year in the fulfilment of its governance and oversight role.  The 
demand of time and commitment for the Board has been relentless 
but given willingly, with the reward of seeing this great school so 
strong and vibrant and relevant in the education of boys in 2014.   
I thank the Board for that commitment:  Charles Cottier, Rebecca 
Fergusson, John Groom, Marcus Haward, Chris Holloway, the Very 
Reverend Richard Humphrey Dean of St David’s Cathedral, Gene 
Phair (who is also the President of the Hutchins School Old Boys 
Association) and Noelene Wilson.

In 2014 I can tell you that the School retains a strong, sustainable financial 
platform.  Its enrolments for 2015, on current track, will be the highest in its 
history, with potentially 1,050 boys all but confirmed. The Early Learning Centre 
development is now completed, further enhancing future enrolment capability. 
The School Board has participated in the process around achieving accreditation 
by the Council of International Schools – a magnificent achievement which the 
Headmaster will say more about. From this process the building blocks of the 
new strategic plan have emerged and the board will embark on that journey with 
the Headmaster in 2015. I am confident that the policies the School has are not 
just pieces of paper hidden away in cupboards. They are live, evolving documents 
of best practice, designed to keep your boys safe in one of the great educational 
environments in this country.  

The School is now supported by 300 dedicated and highly trained professional 
staff. I thank them all for their commitment.  I also thank, on behalf of the 
Board, as usual, the Headmaster, Warwick Dean, for his dedication and loyalty 
to Hutchins, particularly over the last few months; the Deputy Headmaster for 
his outstanding leadership throughout the year; Jenny Self, our incomparable 
Business Manager; and the rest of the executive team.

There are two other matters of Board focus in 2014 I wish to speak about.

2014 marks a watershed moment in the life of the School with the development 
this year of a new alignment structure of governance responsibility between 
the Foundation Board and the Board of the School.  The new President Mr Ian 
Johnston and new Board members, Robyn Allardyce with vast experience in 
governance and oversight and former President of the Old Boys, Tim Johnstone 
who, having already served the School in that role, now serves again on the 
Foundation.  In this new role the Foundation will stand alongside the Board of 
the School, with focus for it on the governance and oversight of a Fundraising 
Plan.  In the coming months a fully transparent structure will be available to 
understand for all, and marks a new era in my view, of shared responsibility for 
the sustainable future of this School.

I also wish to address The Royal Commission hearings which have been focusing 
on what occurred at Hutchins in the 1960s and the response since.  The case 
study continues with a resumed hearing on 18 December in Sydney, followed 
by submissions and the finding mid-2015. I have been there throughout. It has 
been a profoundly disturbing, distressing and emotional time for all.  The School 
cannot undo what happened in the past, nor ignore it now and in its future.  It will 
not do so.  I want to restate, categorically, that the Board apologises, sincerely 
and wholeheartedly, to any and all Hutchins Old Boys who have been sexually 
abused.  I assure you and them that they have our support now and into the 
future.

In 2014 the Board and I can also assure 
you, as we have when I wrote to you, 
that all best practice is in place so your 
boys are educated in a safe environment, 
supported as they are, by highly trained 
professional staff, which is a hallmark of 
this great School. 

There will doubtless be lessons to be 
learned when the findings are handed 
down – and we will learn, and absorb, 
and not ignore those lessons, guided 
as we now are in these times by the 
enlightenment of social reconciliation and 
revisionist thinking and we will ensure 
those lessons shall be a positive and shall 
enhance the ever evolving institutional 
character of the School.

But what is Hutchins in 2014 - Do we have it right?
In answer to the question, I can tell you Hutchins is a strong, 
vibrant, exemplar learning institution for boys, truly reflective of its 
core values of compassion and mutual respect and richly deserving 
its accreditation by the Council of International Schools, of which 
we in the Hutchins Community should be immensely proud. 

In answer to the question, I can say that every day the School 
Board, in its governance and oversight role, together with the 
School Executive, strive to ensure that the School’s actions and 
the approach concerning the education of boys, at every level, is 
consistent with and is an embodiment of, the School’s Guiding 
Statements and core values which is in keeping with its heritage, 
and that this governance and operational objective has been 
successful. 

But are these answers from me just mere puffery and self-serving? 
The sort of statements you would expect from the Chairman of the 
Board of the School, in the phalanx, a passionate and blindingly 
proud Old Boy, the only thing missing being the magenta and black 
face paint?

I think there is one event in the School year which I think we can 
go to find the answer to the question.  It is the final assembly 
for Year 12 when, from the chapel, the boys walk down to the 
auditorium with their parents, flanked by the entire School.  As they 
parade down from the chapel with their parents through a guard 
of honour, every boy is applauded with equal fervour.  There is no 
greater or lesser clapping for the sportsman, the Prefect, the all 
rounder, the popular, the academic, the quiet achiever or the just 
quiet.  Their parents are proud, each boy is evidently proud to be 
a Hutchins man. The boys lining the pathway on both sides of this 
final walk and all the staff are visibly proud of them as well.  The 
applause right the way down the line is for the every man.  That 
pride, that equal applause for all, is a very moving ceremony is 
what I offer to you all as the confirmation that we have it right here 
at Hutchins in 2014, and will beyond. 

As they walk down the line, the pride the boys of Year 12 experience 
is in themselves.  That they are Hutchins men.  The applause they 
receive is recognition that they are all truly good men, each with 
an element in them of the core values which are the foundation 
of the character of this School.  I like to think the pride they have 
is in the knowledge and confidence they are now invested with 
the resilience, purposeful effort and persistence which will be a 
hallmark of whatever they endeavour, and is a consequence of 
their life at this School.

As Alan Jones says – ‘That final event is uniquely Hutchins.  You can’t 
copy it’ – and it, in my view, shows us yes the answer is - we have it 
right at Hutchins. This is a truly great School for boys.

As your read through this issue of Virtus, I hope you enjoy the 2014 record of 
successes of numerous individuals and teams that achieved so much; can we 
ever forget the amazing talent and skilful production of “Spamalot”, the return 
of rowing’s Head of the River trophy and together with a plethora of visual 
and performing arts successes there were numerous finals and successes in 
Athletics, Soccer, Football, Cricket, Badminton, Hockey, Table Tennis, Surfing, 
Sailing, Sports Shooting, Water polo and Cycling. 

Added to that list are the accolades for the numerous State, National and 
International achievements and awards in academic studies received by students 
and staff throughout this year. 

Such successes do not just fall into our laps. It takes complex planning and a 
commitment by many to achieve them.

A team of staff and Hutchins supporters 
continue to develop a special curriculum 
for the boy’s wellbeing. That process 
starts from the earliest years and is 
based on the work of world experts 
such as Professor Martin Seligman’s 
positive psychology. At Hutchins we have 
extended that thinking to include a whole 
concept of men’s health as an approach 
to boys understanding and exercising 
wellbeing.

At Hutchins imparting lessons and 
attitudes related to the health of men 
and boys is already an important part 
of our work and we believe we owe it 
to our boys to know that and what to 
do with that knowledge. Included in 
lessons at an age and stage appropriate 
level, will be extensions to our existing 
work around positive thinking, healthy 
bodies, healthy minds, healthy attitudes 
and the concepts of citizenship 
and gratitude. Our development of 
curriculum incorporating Men’s Health 
studies is further consolidated this 
year where a Kindergarten to Year 12 
age and stage appropriate curriculum 
for boy’s development is addressed. 
This curriculum initiative is due for 
completion at the end of our current 
strategic plan implementation which is 
set at the end of 2015.

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It is with a heavy heart that I write this final Virtus report as I prepare to leave 
Hutchins. I have enjoyed working with and ministering to the students, staff and 
parents of Hutchins. This year has included a number of highlights I would like to 
share.

Power of 9 Central Australia challenge

I attended the challenge with a group of boys and staff who threw themselves into 
working with indigenous students at Yippirinya School, Alice Springs.  For two weeks 
we worked in the classrooms, in PE and visited communities as part of the day to 
day running of the school.  The boys also worked with the St Vincent de Paul van 
that served meals to homeless people.  It was a wonderful experience of insight for 
all of us and the boys engaged sensationally, well prepared by the Power of 9 team: 
Ken Kingston, Robbie Tuck and the outdoor education staff.   Boys were able to get a 
better grasp on the complexities of the relationship between this ancient culture and 
European ideals.  It is easy to suggest simplistic solutions but the only way ahead 
is for deep engagement and empathy.  This trip certainly assisted us to deepen our 
understanding. Our thanks also must go to our guides Nigel and Keith who gave us 
important insights into Aboriginal culture. It will remain one of the highlights of my 
ministry at Hutchins.

Cambodia 

A significant step forward occurred with the connection with the work of our brother 
and colleague, Abraham Hang in Cambodia.  In a wonderful gesture of solidarity the 
Hutchins staff has collaborated to financially support two staff members at the Oddar 
Meanchay school in the Khmer Rouge-populated north of Cambodia. By regular 
deductions from the monthly pay, we currently support teachers of preschool and 
Year 5.  Additionally, David Macquillan (Chapel Warden, 2014) has been very active in 
raising funds for extension work required in the school.  He initiated fundraising for 
well over $1000 in 2014.  The Oddar Meanchay school plays a vital role as there is no 
compulsory schooling and there would be no other provision in this remote region 
near the Thai border.

Spirituality in Power of 9

The boys at the Marieville Esplanade Campus have had confronting but enthralling 
opportunities to engage with the significant themes of life.  

To grasp Life, we visited Cornelian Bay Cemetery including a tour of the Crematorium 
and Chapel.

To understand Freedom, we attended a tour of Risdon minimum security prison and 
had an opportunity for an extended discussion with a man who has a 42-year sentence 
for double murder.

To explore Faith, we met with the Dean of the Cathedral and toured this magnificent 
building, including a visit to the bell tower and views over Hobart.

To better understand our Neighbours, we attended a session with Palawa leader 
Sharnie Everett who gave us the creative and challenging view of an aboriginal version 
of the history of Tasmania.

2014 has been a momentous year in the proud history of our School.  In 2014,  
The Hutchins School continued along its CIS journey, and by the end of Term  
Three, the 18 months of planning, hard work, team effort and self-reflection that  
the School had undertaken with unbridled commitment culminated in the 
Accreditation Team Visit.

It was, indeed, a privilege to invite into our School the team of eleven visitors, impressively 
led by Mr Mark Porter, Head of Woodcroft College in Adelaide and included educators and 
school leaders from various CIS member schools around the world, including Hong Kong, 
Manila and Bangkok as well as South Australia, Victoria and Queensland.

During the visit, the team members visited classrooms, spoke with students, parents, staff 
and the Board, and summarised their observations in response to the School’s own self-
study in a report prepared for the CIS Accreditation Office in the Netherlands.  

With the enthusiastic endorsement of the Visiting Team, on 20 October 2014, the Council 
of International Schools awarded The Hutchins School Accreditation status, marking a 
significant milestone on our CIS journey.  This is a magnificent achievement reflecting that 
we have reached all 37 internationally-benchmarked standards to which a high-performing 
educational community may aspire. This Accreditation will be noted in the School’s next 
history and positions the School amongst 700 other world-class schools. 

In celebration of this historic achievement, the School was honoured to be presented 
with a certificate and plaque at Speech Night 2014 by CIS Regional Accreditation Officer,  
Mr Ray Davis.

As we look to 2015, as an educational community, we shall continue to seek common 
approaches to the use of differentiation in teaching and learning, what it means to 
be internationally-minded and see how best to embed the teaching of international-
mindedness into our educational offerings. Likewise, we shall strive over the coming year 
to more carefully articulate the attitudes and characteristics of a global citizen, in line with 
our determinations to become a flagship school in global citizenship.  And, notably, in order 
to ensure that our Guiding Statements remain dynamic and continue to lead the strategic 
direction of the School, it will be important for the School community to review its Guiding 
Statements in 2015.

Just as it was part of the 2013-2015 Strategic Plan for the School to commit itself to gaining 
membership and accreditation status with the Council of International Schools, CIS will 
once again play an integral part in the next Strategic Plan.

The community-wide Self-Study (including surveys, workshops and reporting) has enabled 
us to examine our entire operation and identify the opportunities for improvement, delivering 
major strategic outcomes.  Indeed, the entire Accreditation experience and resultant reports 
will directly inform our next Strategic Plan, making it the most comprehensive, thorough and 
inclusive plan of its type in the School’s history.

I take this opportunity to record my full and genuine thanks to The Hutchins School 
community which has given, so unreservedly, of its support and participation on this journey; 
an effort which now brings forth opportunity for many auspicious prospects for our School in 
the years ahead, which would otherwise, not have been possible.

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Each year The Hutchins School announces a series of free public presentations 
called the Headmaster’s Seminar Series. This series always includes the annual 
Webber Lecture. The Webber Lecture was first delivered in 1998. It was delivered by 
The Reverend Webber in whose honour this lecture was named in recognition of his 
outstanding services to the study of ethics and the lecture is presented by a person 
whose topic is always linked to a question of ethics. Past Webber Lecture presenters 
include Lowija O’Donoghue, The Honourable William Cox AC, Dr Natasha Cica, Mr 
Warren Reid, The Honourable Sir Guy Green, His Excellency, The Governor Peter 
Underwood AC, Mr Simon Illingworth, Li Cunxin, Reverend Tim Costello and General 
Sir Peter Cosgrove.

This year our Webber Lecture was presented by Dr Keith Suter one of the world’s 
great thinkers and communicators. Dr Suter is a well-known and respected speaker 
on global issues. As a highly regarded social commentator, strategic planner, writer 
and broadcaster, Dr Suter’s opinions are sought by media and he is recognisable 
as the global issues/foreign affairs presenter. On such topics Dr Suter has an 
extraordinary mind and extensive knowledge; his expertise covers International 
Affairs, Law, Society, Leadership, Business, and the Future. He is a member of 
the most prestigious global think tank in the world, The Club of Rome which is 
comprised of only 100 members. The Club of Rome meets regularly to analyse the 
social, political, economic and environmental issues and how those issues impact on 
us now and into the future. 

In his address, Dr Suter contemplated with his audience;  a definition of ethics 
“Ethics is easy”: “share everything”, “play fair”, “don’t hit people”, “put things back 
where you found them”, “clean up your own mess” – Reverend Robert Fulghum All I 
Really Need to Know I Learned in Kindergarten.

To a most appreciative audience, Dr Suter then addressed in a context of ethical 
contemplation matters such as: the distinction between normative ethics and 
applied ethics; internationalism and globalism and their governance; the ethics of 

economics, global and domestic; the ethics 
around global challenges such as the progress 
of peace, the fragmentation of nation states, 
ICT as the machine of globalisation; dimensions 
of warfare, the singularity of man, the ‘Blue 
Economy’ and the inevitable importance of 
education in maintaining and further developing 
the capacity of the human race to address such 
significant questions.

webber lecture
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from the archives
Another busy and eventful year in the Foundation Archives began with settling into 
the new office space in the downstairs archives store. How do I spend my time? With 
ongoing archival activities: acknowledging and registering donations and preparing 
them for storage; locating and scanning photographs, and attempting to identify the 
students pictured for annual school reunions; researching the activities of many of 
our former students in reply to family history enquiries; setting up and changing 
displays in the many showcases around the school; researching candidates for the 
newest Hutchins Lion and potential recipients of the Ivied Tower Award; digitising 
documents and photographs in order to increase the online accessibility of  the 
Hutchins Archives and Heritage Collection; writing articles for Communiqué and 
Magenta & Black. Much time was spent this year on research and preparation of 
historical documents and photographs for the School Choir prior to its attendance at 
the Anzac Day celebrations in France. 

Class visits from Years 2Ba and 2Bo were enthusiastic affairs, with the most popular 
exhibits being the perennial favourites, the cane and the portable typewriter, closely 
followed by the donning of various articles of uniform and trying out the old student 
desk and nibbed pen. The visit from Mr Palfreyman’s 3JBC was a smaller and quieter 
affair, though the favourite items were much the same. We also had visits from Years 
5 and 6 groups.

  

A visit to the State by the UK descendants of former staff member Robert Samuel 
Hornblow enabled us to add to our history file on this colourful character [see Virtus 
2011]. We also fielded visits from Charles Sturt University Librarians-in-Training 
and the new Archivist from The Friends’ School, as well as from many Old Boys. 
Workplace student Angela Strk spent a number of days over several weeks learning 
library and archival procedures and assisting with daily tasks, as part of her TAFE 
library technician course. 

Professional Learning activities included attendance at Melbourne Grammar School’s 
presentation entitled Researching the Great War and the Role of the School Archivist, 
followed by a tour of its archives. The Museums Australia National Conference 
over four days in May was an exciting learning experience, featuring giants of the 
archives, art and museums world presenting on a range of topics which was simply 
breathtaking in its scope and interest value. A recent workshop on Preventative 
Conservation, run by Arts Tasmania and featuring the considerable knowledge and 
skills of UK conservation expert Linda Clark, was another great learning experience. 

A PowerPoint presentation on Hutchins 
history given by the Archivist to the 
Sandy Bay Historical Society focused on 
features around Sandy Bay of particular 
interest to that keen group of historians.

An extended period 
of overseas leave in Europe from 
August-October in order to pursue a 
personal research project precluded 
my attendance at the ASA 2014 AGM in 
New Zealand. Consequently I missed 
the announcement that Character 
Unbound: A History of The Hutchins School 
had received a Commendation in the 
Mander-Jones Awards, which recognise 
publications showcasing the archival 
profession. 

An enquiry during the year from John 
Duke of Avram, Earl Marshall of the 
International College of Arms Noblesse, 
established the fact that the Hutchins 
coat of arms was unregistered. We are 
grateful for his generous donation of 
time, effort and a considerable sum of 
money required to have the School’s 
name and arms added to the Australian 
Heraldic Archival Register.

HUTCHINS ARTS FESTIVAL
The 2015 Hutchins Art Prize will be the Visual Art  
component of the inaugural Hutchins Arts Festival.

From Tuesday 8 to Sunday 20 September 2015, the Hutchins Art 
Prize exhibition will be held in the Long Gallery.  Downstairs in the 
Salamanca Arts Centre from Tuesday 8 to Friday 11 September, the 
Peacock Theatre will be staging drama, dance and musical events 
showcasing the talents of Hutchins Performing Arts and Music 
students.

For the first time Performing Arts, Music and Visual Art programs 
at Hutchins will be presented to members of the School community 
and the general public as a co-ordinated educational and cultural 
initiative.  Planning such a comprehensive public presentation of the 
School’s achievements in the arts has thrown up many scheduling 
difficulties.  The false starts will seem insignificant when the 
Hutchins Arts Festival is finally celebrated in 2015.

MAGENTA & BLACK SHOW
2014 was a Magenta & Black Show year.  In May the Long Gallery was 
the venue for a spectacular exhibition of Hutchins Art students’ work 
K-12.  Over 1000 people viewed the show during its six days duration.  
The MBS Gala Opening was enthusiastically supported by around 250 
art lovers and their sons.  Acting Headmaster Alan Jones welcomed 
the large gathering and heaped praise on the expertise of Hutchins 
Art teachers Rachelle Robinson, Kate Langridge and Rebecca Terry.  
Chair of the Hutchins Art Committee Kristian Falconer opened the 
exhibition and Artist-in-Residence Rosemary O’Rourke spoke about 
painting her mural in the Nelson Road tunnel.

Art book vouchers each valued at $150 were presented to the winners 
of three exhibition sections by Ms Falconer representing the sponsor 
Hillross Professional Wealth Management.  The Junior School prize 
(K-6) was awarded to ‘Texture Sculptures’ (Year 4), the Years 7-10 
winner was ‘Joseph Cornell Inspired Assemblages’ (Year 8) and 
the Years 11/12 winner was Kaelan Durbin with his bicycle tyres 
sculpture.

Alternative Pathways collaboration

In 2013 the John Bednall Centre for 
Excellence and Faculty of Design Production 
and Digital Technologies collaborated 
to provide non-academic students with 
a meaningful life skills program. These 
students participated in activities including 
reconditioning mowers, changing tyres, 
designing and moulding skateboards, 
designing, costing and making garden 
beds and learning to use woodwork and 
metalwork machines and tools.

The John Bednall Centre for Excellence 
Early Intervention Program

The John Bednall Centre for Excellence 
Early Intervention Program focuses 
primarily on boys’ early literacy skills.  
Boys from Prep to Year 2 read short, 
predictable texts with familiar vocabulary 
and supportive images, drawing on their 
developing knowledge of concepts about 
print, pictures, language patterns and 
alphabet letters. These students develop 
listening skills that relate to the sounds 
within words to further develop their 
reading and spelling abilities. Boys listen for 
rhyme, letter patterns and increasing more 
complex sounds within words. By the end of 
Year 2 students should be able to accurately 
spell words with regular spelling patterns 
and use capital letters and full stops when 
writing sentences. Over the three year 
program students learn to correctly form all 
upper and lower-case letters.

Connecting with old boys

In the anniversary term, the boys from Years 
5 & 6 extension programs chose exemplary 
Hutchins Old Boys to investigate and 
honour.  The aim was threefold:  to deepen 
their understanding of elements of Hutchins 
history; to deepen their connection with 
the school both past and present; and to 
hone their research skills.  Initially the boys 
gained informative background material 
from an enlightening session at the archives 
with our archivist, Ms Mason-Cox.  The 
boys collected images of various archival 
artefacts around the school, used the digital 
archives and school magazines stretching 
back to the early 1900s; and where possible, 
set up interviews so as to gain valuable 
primary research.  It was a fabulous project 
for the boys and enabled them to connect 
with Hutchins, linking past and present.  

RAP

Religion and Philosophy is a subject 
undertaken by Year 12 students that 
introduces older students to the rigorous 
nature of philosophical thinking. It places 
issues such as abortion, capital punishment 
and euthanasia into ethical frameworks 
and requires boys to analyse these issues 
broadly under a range of world views. 
This year 35 boys have completed the RAP 
course, attended the Webber Lecture, 
attended after school seminars and written 
three philosophical essays to graduate with 
distinction from The Hutchins School.

 Philosothon

The Hutchins School has, over the last 
two years, been fostering a greater 
understanding and appreciation of 
Philosophy and the thinking skills it 
develops through an involvement with 
Philosothons.  We have been lucky enough 
to have Tim Jarvis (PHD candidate at 
UTAS) helping prepare our boys for the 
culminating event held in June each year. 

A Philosothon is an event that encourages 
school students to investigate ethical 
and other philosophical questions in 
the context of ‘communities of inquiry’. 
Students develop higher order thinking 
and communication skills through a series 
of discussions with students from other 
schools. These discussions are facilitated 
by philosophy teachers and adjudicated 
by a panel with appropriate academic or 
educational qualifications.

While there is an element of competition 
in a Philosothon, it aims to promote a 
sense of community by developing a shared 
understanding of values and purposes in 
a spirit of cooperation. It further develops 
skills in inquiry-based learning, ethical 
reasoning, higher-order reflective thinking 
and a search for meaning through dialogue 
about open questions and contestable 
concepts.

Middle School John Bednall Centre

The Year 7 Step Up and Year 8 Challenge 
Up classes have been spirited in improving 
many areas of their literacy. Working 
through spelling tests, reading fluency 
activities and reading comprehension 
booklets have enabled the boys to develop 
their skills in order to successfully complete 
larger print and digital assignments. The 
term-long projects completed this year 
included a water safety unit, a persuasive 
shark culling research assignment, a Sport  

 

Coaching unit, a nutrition assignment and a 
biography on a globally significant person.  
The boys have thoroughly enjoyed their 
learning and the related excursions to the 
State Cinema and McDonalds.

In June Martin Chambers attended the 
International Boys Schools Coalition 
conference in Nashville (U.S.A.) to 
continue the work we are doing with 
Action Research in boys’ education.  The 
focus this year is on Maker learning as 
the whole Maker movement has been 
rediscovered in education across larger 
countries like the USA.  At Hutchins 
we have run a design-based education 
stream in our curriculum for many 
years which is based squarely on the 
‘Maker Movement’ philosophy.  The new 
Australian Curriculum reflects similar 
so a transition for us is relatively easy.

Martin has a particular focus on 
curiosity and how the ‘maker philosophy’ 
fosters and grows a boy’s curiosity in 
their learning.  Curiosity is an important 
factor in a person being a successful 
lifelong learner.  We value this highly as 
a Faculty and will see Martin’s findings 
have an effect on our future planning.

Design Technologies
Students continue to explore the Design 
Make and Appraise approach to learning 
together with a more structured skill-
based VET approach.  While exploring 
a variety of materials, the boys 
continue to be creative and produce 
outcomes illustrating great skills and 
understanding.  Craft is highly valued, 
with the boys pursuing many design 
challenges and high quality product.

Chris Berndt led a group of keen 
designers on a brief involving the 
development of serving platters for our 
Chef Adam Aitken.  Adam was keen 
to showcase the efforts of the boys in 
catered events for school functions 
etc.  Well done to these boys on such a 
variety of successful solutions.  

CAD CAM continues to impact 
our society and in turn our school 
curriculum. We provide students from 
Year 8 onwards with opportunities to be 
involved in this exciting learning space.  
CNC and 3D printing technologies have 
provided us with the ability to follow 
a concept of design right through to a 
3D virtual model and onto a working, 
tangible product.

Embedded control systems has grown 
from our Robotics Program with 
Raspberry Pi’s and Arduino boards 
bringing not only the challenge of 
designer maker, but also the challenge 
of learning software languages in order 
to apply this technology to functional 
solutions  to problems from our built 
environments.  Next year we launch the 
CompSci8; Computer Science for year 8s 
on the back of the development put into 
this emerging area.

Sustainability will be always at the front 
of our minds in terms of materials use.  
Anthony Hyland continues to pursue this 
area with continued development in the 
use of veneers and other manmade wood 
fibre based products.  The introduction 
of electronics and repurposed phone 
chargers brings these projects to 
wonderful example of form and function.

Introducing modified programs for 
boys has been significant this year; 
working with the wonderful support 
of Sandra Paine in the Bednall Centre 
for Excellence, we have introduced 
small engines and a whole range of 
reconditioning opportunities for the 
boys involved.

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Digital Technologies
There have been some very pleasing 
initiatives taking place within the digital 
technologies curriculum this year. 
They include:

• Bebras Challenge (and Pilot): Hutchins 
was selected as one of the few schools 
in Australia to test out the new national 
computational thinking challenge named 
Bebras. The Year 8 ICT classes tested 
the online system and we provided 
feedback to the organisers. Following 
this, students from both the Junior 
and Middle Schools participated in the 
Challenge proper in the second half of 
the year.  It was a wonderful experience 
for all involved.

• Grok Learning: All students from 
the Year 10 Computing class, as well 
as other interested boys from Years 
8-12, competed in the UNSW Python 
Challenge.  The Challenge takes boys on 
a four week journey learning the Python 
Programming Language.  This year we 
had boys at beginner, intermediate and 
senior levels competing.

• Informatics Olympiad: A number of 
the senior students already familiar 
with programming entered the 
Informatics Olympiad Competition.  This 
is an extremely challenging activity 
where students’ mathematics and 
programming skills are tested.  Winners 
have the opportunity to represent 
Australia and compete on the world 
stage.

• ICT subjects: As far as ICT in the 
curriculum was concerned, the Year 8s 
were offered ICT as a subject for the first 
time which proved to be very successful. 
The Year 10s produced some outstanding 
projects such as Quad Copter and 
Timelapse videos, Surveillance Camera 
reports and guides on how to build a PC.  
The TQA3 subject, Information Systems 
and Digital Technologies also had a 
successful year, with the highlight being 
a visit out to the Technopark to see the 
ISP TasmaNet in action.

• Minecraft Professional Learning Day: 
Staff at The Hutchins School hosted, 
for Independent Schools Tasmania, 
a professional learning day around 
the theme of Minecraft. Teachers 
from around the State were invited to 
see how Hutchins is using Minecraft 
in an educational setting, including 
the running of the Minecraft House 
Challenge and the use of Minecraft.edu. 
A willing group of ICT leaders helped out 
on the day and all attendees were very 
suitably impressed by the experience.

And finally and slightly on the less serious 
side, a number of LAN parties were 
organised for the ICT Student Committee 
who gave so generously of their time again 
throughout the year. 

Well done to all the staff and boys involved 
within Digital Technologies this year.

Initiatives for 2015 will see our Faculty 
continue to address curriculum change in 
alignment with the Australian Curriculum 
and the Council for International Schools.  
As digital technology continues to embrace 
every part of our personal and business 
lives, as a Faculty we are making steps to 
bring the emerging technologies into our 
learning environments, seamlessly and 
with context and purpose.

Boys are always interested in entering 
the workforce in more ways than University 
alone.  We are working with interest in 
establishing these pathways further.

The aim of the School’s ICT Plan is to enable a safe, secure, yet innovative and 
dynamic working and learning environment which provides all students and 
staff with the opportunities to learn with ICT.  Some of the highlights for the year 
included:

• transformative use of ICT in the School’s K-12 curriculum for curriculum 
mapping (ATLAS),  online learning (FRONTER) and the flipped classroom 
(YouTube video-on-demand)

• teachers’ commitment to effective ICT professional development, particularly 
with the engaging and creative blogging by many staff as they reflected on 
technology use in classroom teaching

• strategic deployment of a Bring Your Own Technology (BYOT) program for 
students’ use of their own devices in Years 7-12.

In the Early Learning Centre, Junior School and John Bednall Centre for Learning 
Support, students are using the School’s iPads as learning tools, with a core set 
of mobile applications that support literacy, numeracy and ICT skills.   

In 2014, the Student IT Leaders’ Committee comprised John (Jack) Pereira 
as Chairman, with seventy-four student members participating from Years 6 
to 12 over the course of the year. A Middle School Minecraft competition was 
held. MinecraftEDU became part of the learning program as gamification of the 
curriculum, whether through digital technology or board games allowing for  
high levels of differentiation to meet all students’ interests.  

One of the year’s highlights for students across all year groups was the 
opportunity to experience another world-class interactive virtual learning 
environment. The AARNet IGLEw (Immersive Global Learning Environment) – an 
inflatable 3D theatre) – was inflated in the Senior School Library because of the 
high ceiling. The fast broadband speed and interactive software allowed staff and 
students to navigate through breathtakingly accurate visual representations of 
space environments and experience a virtual “flight through space” using NASA 
technology.  As they did two years earlier, James Seddon and Matt Ralph helped 
students to visualise their learning journey through the known universe in an 
exciting and meaningful way. 

The Hutchins School website, the Communiqué and Facebook pages had a 
makeover. The aim of the new responsive designs was to enhance viewing on 
mobile devices (tablets, smartphones, iPhone or iPad). Although it is a refreshed 
design, the same extensive information is still available, including relevant School 
blogs, along with updated and new information from all areas of the School.

Besides the Dawn Service, 
we also gave concerts in several sites throughout the Somme including the 
Menin Gate, Peronne, Fromelles and the Villers-Bretonneux Town Hall. During 
the day our tour guide, Wendy Billingslea, took us to some of the battlefields 
and memorials as well as a sunny spring Easter Sunday in the medieval city of 
Brugges.

Research Inquiry

Hutchins students in Years 9–10 all have to conduct an experimental investigation 
as part of their science course.  There is also an opportunity for Year 8 and 9 
students to conduct an investigation as part of their respective Year projects.   The 
best investigations from 7 to 10 each year are encouraged to enter into the science 
investigation “tour”.  With the same project, students can enter both the UTAS 
Science Investigation Awards (entries from schools in the south of the state) and the 
Tasmanian Science Talent Search (all Tasmanian schools).  The competitions have 
different judges and different judging processes, and often reward different types of 
projects.  From the TSTS the best projects are then selected to be entered into the 
BHP Billiton Science Awards (Australia wide competition).

UTAS Science Investigation Awards

Sixteen students from Years 8 to 10 entered their research investigation into the 
UTAS Awards.  Over 150 projects were entered from schools in the south from Years 
7 to 12.  Hutchins students featured prominently in the public awards ceremony held 
at the University of Tasmania.

The Hutchins winners were: 

Year 8: Joseph Bailey – 1st prize – The Effect of different substances on the spin of a 
table tennis ball

Year 9: Timothy Lindsay – Honourable Mention –Effect of propellant on muzzle 
velocity of a bullet

Year 10: Michael Boult – 1st prize – Factors affecting efficiency of wind turbine; 
William Burgess – 2nd prize – Effectiveness of cooking oils and fats on production 
of biodiesel; Patrick Eberhard – 3rd prize – Factors affecting currents in Northern 
D’Entreaucastreax Channel; Thomas Maughan – Honourable Mention – Dissolving 
rate of different paracetemols.

Junior Youth Physicists’ Tournament

The fifth JYPT was held in Incheon, South Korea. The tournament involved 12 schools 
from Australia, New Zealand, Singapore and South Korea.  The Hutchins team 
consisted of Edward Johnstone, Stuart Carnaby, Fergus Smith, Thomas Skalicky 
and Sean Oosthuizen, all from Year 10.  The problems they investigated included: 
Optimising the image quality in a pin-hole camera; explaining the blurriness of images 
seen through polyethylene film; and determining and explaining the parameters 
affecting the flow of sand through glass tubes.  All the boys learnt a lot about the need 
for rigour when presenting findings.  They were subjected to severe scrutiny, being 
asked to justify their data, their conclusions, and their physics understanding.  They 
also had the opportunity to do the same to other teams.

Although Onslow College from New 
Zealand won the tournament, (Hutchins 
won the play-off for 11th), the Hutchins 
boys dominated the international soccer 
games on the host school’s sand pitch 
and had a great time.   There was also 
time to visit the National Museum, 
Aiins World (a miniature city made up of 
iconic buildings from around the world), 
the 2014 Comic Festival, Seoul Tower 
as well as a stroll through a traditional 
Korean shopping strip.  

Around the labs

Two new Year 10 electives were run 
this year, 10 STEM and 10 Marine 
Studies.  Both of these subjects give 
students the opportunities to expand 
their experience in science. 10 STEM 
is an interdisciplinary subject linking 
Science, Technology, Engineering and 
Maths. The main focus this year was 
on wind turbines.  Students fabricated 
model wind turbines or parts of a 
bigger model turbine, in the Design 
and Technology workshop with Mr 
Moore while in the Physics Laboratory 
they investigated factors affecting 
the output. The Marine Studies class 
covered marine biology and biodiversity 
as well as marine safety and the 
challenges of working in a marine 
environment.  

Brett Smith has obtained a new mascot 
for the Biology laboratory. The Science 
Faculty spider, a banded huntsman, 
lives on a diet of crickets, which are 
also available in the lab!

On the last day Dr 
Keith Martin-Smith took the boys on the 
bullet train to Beijing for the day to visit 
the Forbidden City which was an adventure 
and an eye-opening cultural experience. 
Food was a highlight with a cornucopia of 
dishes provided for every meal. The boys 
made many new friends from across the 
world and perhaps they will work together 
in future scientific endeavours.

ICAS Science Competition

Five Hutchins students were awarded 
UNSW medals for achieving the top score 
in their Year level in Science.  The five 
students were: Jackson Coad Year 7, 
James Browne Year 8, Fergus Smith  
Year 10, and  Krishant Nand and 
Lachlan Paul, both Year 11.  

National Youth Science Forum

Three students were selected last year to 
attend the Science Forum in Canberra.

Twentieth Century German Philosopher Ernst Cassirer explained the 
importance of the arts as follows: “Science gives us order in thoughts, 
morality gives us order in actions; art gives us order in the apprehension of 
visible, tangible and audible appearances.”  A valuable education includes 
a rich arts curriculum, introducing children and young people to great 
literature, dance, theatre, visual arts, music and film.

The Visual Arts curriculum at Hutchins has sought therefore, to develop skills 
in, and experience of, a range of art techniques and processes in the Arts.  
These are not just technical skills, but skills in seeing and expression from an 
aesthetic perspective.  Art at Hutchins develops in students a historical and 
cultural perspective in a variety of visual art forms, including painting, printing, 
sculpture, photography, drawing, installation art; it explores ideas about what 
makes art aesthetically pleasing or satisfying; and it develops capacity for 
judging and explaining judgements, as well as being able to participate in 
broader philosophical conversations about, for example, what constitutes art 
and whether beauty matters.   

It is pleasing to affirm that the Art classes of 2014 have encouraged, motivated, 
inspired and stimulated myriad of creative pursuits concluding with the 
culmination of a vibrant and diverse application of ideas and techniques in the 
pre-tertiary Year 11/12 Art Exhibition.  We can be proud of the achievements of 
all 2014 Art classes.

Additionally, The Hutchins School was fortunate to be awarded an Artist-in-
Residence in 2014. The AIR program is a Federal Government initiative of the 

Australia Council for the Arts in partnership 
with Arts Tasmania. The aim of the program 
is to allow students to gain an understanding 
of the processes involved in working as an 
artist, as well as provide the artist with an 
opportunity to develop their professional 
practice within a school setting.  Rosemary 
O’Rourke was assigned to work with Year 
11 and 12 students for a period of 30 days 
over 12 weeks.

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Vocational Education and Training courses continue to be a 
popular option for students at Hutchins, with over 50 students 
enrolled in some form of vocational training in 2014, while 
completing their Tasmanian Certificate of Education in Years 
10, 11 and 12.

An exciting new VET program to commence in 2015, is the 
Certificate III in Fitness.  This qualification will be offered in 
partnership with the Australian Institute of Personal Fitness 
(AIPT)  and delivered at Hutchins by Adrian Finch.  Adrian is 
the Head of Sport in the Senior School and has his Certificate 
IV in Fitness.  He has several years of experience running his 
own fitness program early mornings in the Hutchins gym.

Students enrolled in this program will use AIPT’s online 
learning resources and Adrian will conduct practical training 
within the well-equipped Hutchins Circuit and Weights Rooms.

To complete the full Certificate III qualification, students 
are required to log 40 hours of practical work experience 
throughout the year. This can comprise time spent on their 
specific sport training, coaching they may do, as well as work 
placement at local fitness centres.  This qualification will 

provide the foundation for those wishing to enter the leisure 
and fitness industries.

The areas of Hospitality, Cookery, Engineering, Maritime, 
Music and Retail remain popular programs with students 
and have provided successful pathways for our students  into 
apprenticeships, further education and employment. Jack 
Grining, a current Year 12 Leaver, has secured a highly sought 
after metals apprenticeship with Nyrstar. 

In addition to providing a practical skills-based learning 
experience, vocational programs enable students  to 
determine their aptitude and suitability to an area of work.

As I write my final Virtus entry for Hutchins, I acknowledge 
the commitment and enthusiasm of our teachers in the 
ongoing development of VET courses and feel confident  
that the School will continue to foster and support  
the provision of these great programs.

Marine School
The diverse range of marine opportunities was consolidated across the School from ELC to 
Senior School, in academic subjects as well as boating activities.  The Marine School has 
again run or assisted with, units of study across the School as well as operate its own subject 
and activities.

Science  
Marine science starts at a young age with visits to the Marine Discovery Centre at Woodbridge 
by ELC students and again by those electing the Year 10 Marine Studies subject.  Antarctica 
and ocean circulation is studied in Year 5 and an ecological study of the Derwent Estuary is 
made by Power of 9 students.  In Year 8 Science Extension, boys can look at a range of design 
options of boat and sails.  Year 10 student Patrick Eberhard won acclaim in the University 
Science Prize and the Tasmanian Science Talent Search for his research investigation of tidal 
flow in the northern D’Entrecasteaux Channel.

Yachting Australia courses 
A raft of new students has come on board for the crew and helm courses in the Keelboat 
Program.  Brandon Fisher (7), William Clerk (9) and James Gabriel (9) are well on their way 
to completing the Crew Certificate, while Samuel Carmichael (8) and Mitchell Hurst (8) have 
started the Helm Certificate.  We congratulate Tobias McShane (12) for receiving a Service 
Award to yachting for his years of dedicated service and leadership.  The Marine School has 
just received accreditation to deliver the Powerboat Program and will shortly be offering 
courses.  This will augment the Motorboat Licence course currently run, in which a record of 
17 students passed this year, mostly from the Marine Studies elective.

Marine Extensions 
A heavy program of marine extension activities was conducted this year including yacht 
sailing, power boating, tall ship sailing and snorkelling.  Power of 9 students were the main 
focus.  An introductory snorkelling course was run as part of the Marine Studies elective in 
Year 10.  This culminated in an ecological study of the Tinderbox Marine Reserve.

Working On Water  
Seven students from Year 10 participated in this three day program, which looks at careers in 
the marine environment as diverse as fish farming, marine biology to seafood presentation.

Junior School 
Year 4 students experienced a taste of the life at sea in the early days of the colony.  As part 
of their studies, they added the salt of a day under sail on the Lady Nelson.  The Boat Safety 
program initiated by MAST was reintroduced to the Year 3 curriculum this year, which covers 
on water safety and fire and flare demonstrations.

Mariner’s Service 
It was a great sight to see the flags of various maritime organisations and shipping companies 
fly again at St George’s Church, for the annual celebration and commemoration service for 
those who served a life at sea.  Hutchins students were involved with the parade of flags, 
readings and music during the service and cooking the barbeque afterwards.

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outdoor education
The writer of Into the Wild, Jon Krakauer, once said that “the very basic core of a 
man’s living spirit is his passion for adventure!” 

The Hutchins Outdoor Education Staff believe that through adventure in the 
outdoors we can harbour a love for learning, for excitement, for personal 
enrichment and for peace, understanding and kinship with nature.

Outdoor Education at Hutchins continues to grow at a rapid pace with 2014 being 
the first year that both a senior Outdoor Education class and a pre-tertiary level 
Outdoor Leadership class have run independently of one another. Enrolments for 
2015 TQA courses are already full to the brim, with numbers of students wishing to 
be involved in the outdoor curriculum growing by the day. From our perspective this 
highlights the success of the Power of 9 Program and its two-week expeditions that 
incorporate Outdoor Education philosophies as a key component.

Our camps have continued to extend across the school, embracing the importance 
of the need for human-nature connections and promoting relationships, reflection 
and resilience. More than 35 camps were run giving an average of almost one for 
every week of the school year. These camps ranged from local overnight ‘micro-
adventures’ such as a night-navigation rogaine competition at Seven Mile Beach to 
numerous two-week expeditions that take place both internationally and in remote 
wilderness areas of Tasmania.

In our Junior School, students commenced their curriculum-based Outdoor 
Education, completing activities that allow them to start feeling comfortable with the 
thought of being away from home and tackling small adventures. Our Middle School 
Student’s came closer to nature as they began to explore different outdoor-based 
activities and skills whilst gaining a little more independence and learning the 
importance of initiative and leadership in preparation for the Power of 9 programs.

The Senior Outdoor Education and Outdoor Leadership classes this year have fully 
embraced Tasmania’s pristine wilderness areas by plunging down icy cold waterfalls 
and cascades in Cradle Mountain’s Dove Canyon, undertaking alpine walks on 
Mount Anne, summiting the challenging Frenchmans Cap in Winter, and traversing 
the Overland Track from both directions. Groups also snowcamped at Mount Field, 
with the brave and willing sleeping out in hand dug snowcaves, paddled whitewater 
rafts and kayaks down the stunning Picton River and undertook a vertical caving 
experience in Loon Cave. Other relatively local trips involved an overnight rock 
climbing adventure at Rocky Tom as well as a night navigational exercise near 
Seven Mile Beach and even an overnight bivouac in the snow on Mt Wellington.

2014 also saw Hutchins returning to the land of the Kiwi to immerse themselves in 
the fantastic culture of New Zealand and to ski and snowboard the glorious peaks of 
Coronet and The Remarkables. Given the keen interest in this trip from students it is 
looking to be repeated again next year in the July school holidays.

Congratulations to the following students who in the past year have achieved their 
Bronze Medal in the Duke of Edinburgh Awards: Jake West, Jeremy Willson, Patrick 
Eberhard, Conor Duggan, Timothy Lindsay and Ben Rhodes. We wish them all the 
best as several of them go on to tackle the requirements of the prestigious Gold 
Award. Congratulations too to our Outdoor Leadership class – a class that involved 
not just Hutchins students but also those from Collegiate and Fahan.

Reflecting on this year, the classroom of Outdoor Education at Hutchins has no 
walls or ceilings of plaster and paint. Our white-boards consist of panoramas of 
snow capped mountain peaks and stretching sandy beaches. The lessons learnt 
within the outdoors cannot always be marked on paper but instead make a mark on 
the students life; a mark of ability, empathy and wisdom about things outside of that 
which was created by man. 

The Outdoor Education Team work hard all year to ensure these opportunities are 
provided at a high level and continue to push the boundaries of normal education.  A 
very special thank you to the brilliant staff and all round explorers of Todd Blackhall, 

Mark Oates, Ben Duggan, Matt Eaton 
as well as to the Power of 9 Staff of 
Ken Kingston and Robbie Tuck.

Power of 9, cultivating fine young men since 2011!
As the school lined up for the traditional ‘guard of honour’ for the 2014 leavers, I stood 
in the crowd.  Only teaching Year 9s, I mostly lose contact with the senior students.  This 
year was different.  As the first of the leavers made their way from Chapel to the Awards 
Assembly, I realised that these students were familiar.  I knew them well.  Even though it 
had been almost four years, I knew these young men and they knew me.  It was a moving 
experience to see them grow and mature into such fine young men.  But also remember 
the time we shared in Power of 9.  They were the first group and that was special for me 
and to the many of them that stopped to chat, shake hands, embrace and remember a 
significant time in their and my life.

I just hope that the shared experiences from their Power of 9 year remain not just 
memories but anchor points from which they can continue to grow as individuals: 
handholds that will help them when faced with exams, stresses, setbacks and triumphs.  
I hope that it will remind them the importance of being mindful and kind.  I hope that it 
has helped them find their purpose in life or at least to seek it.  I felt proud to have shared 
some of these discussions and experiences with these young men and it invigorated me 
to keep striving to make that a key part of the Power of 9 year at Hutchins.

It has remained as our key goal in Year 9, to cultivate fertile ground for growth and 
development.  We have had another successful year doing exactly that.  The expeditions 
have all pushed the students well beyond their comfort zones, engaged them to tackle 
adversity and hardship and helped them reflect on how they are changing and growing.

Below are some reflections on 2014, the year that was….

Port Davey Challenge
As the Autumn days just start to draw in and the leaves on the deciduous Beech are 
getting their first golden hues, we head off each year into the wilderness for the Port 
Davey Challenge.  There is always a great deal of uncertainty as we head off to be self-
sufficient on the South Coast Track or aboard Windeward Bound:  the dominant factor 
being the temperamental Tasmanian weather.  Not knowing how fierce the roaring 
forties will be or whether the incessant west coast rain will set in and flood the rivers and 
campsites.  As with most years, the trip went well with a great mixture of challenge and 
delight with some beautiful weather, great views and good camaraderie, interspersed 
with some rain squalls, arduous walking and of course, the mud!

This Challenge still manages to bring about the most personal challenge and growth for 
the participants.  Being in such an extreme and beautiful environment seems to allow 
everyone to slow down, become calm, clear and at peace.  The group become close and 
really gel as they navigate their way through offshore island, rainforest, beach and bog 
hole. 

I also witness the boys step up and be responsible, not only for their own wellbeing but 
for that of the group.  They lead each other and take responsibility for the day to day 
management of the walk and ship alike.  Harnessed in, wet weather’s on, hands firmly 
on the wheel of the Windeward Bound sailing through the treacherous Southern Ocean in 
the moonlight is an enduring image that will stay with all those that have experienced it. 
This year the groups were led by Mark Oates, Robbie Tuck, Nick Hancock, Kim Ladiges, 
Tim Grabovski and Shane McAloon.  Peter Starkey and I helped aboard Windeward Bound. 
Mark always works tirelessly, not only to lead the expedition but to create a special video 
memoir for the group.  His 2013 film was a finalist in the annual AdventurePro Video 
Festival.

Global Challenge Thailand Fiji
Unfortunately, due to political unrest 
and the declaration of Marshall Law 
in Thailand, we made the decision 
not to travel to Thailand.  It was our 
first priority to ensure the safety of 
students and staff so we investigated a 
replacement option.  After an extensive 
search for alternatives, we decided on 
Fiji as a replacement.  It certainly wasn’t 
your typical Fiji holiday experience. We 
teamed with Destination Dreaming, a 
well-established and highly regarded 
travel education program.  They 
provide experiences based on creating 
sustainable connections with remote 
communities.  We were lucky enough to 
be part of their Fiji Highland Experience.  
Nick Eaves joined me and our group as 
we ventured into the heart of Viti Levu, 
the largest Island of the Fiji Archipelago. 

The trip began in Nadi but only to shop for 
supplies at a local market before loading 
on an open-backed village truck to make 
the journey into the highlands.  For the 
next 12 days we were to live as a local in 
the Fijian Highlands. During with this time 
the students learned about the language, 
history and richness of traditional village 
life. The villages were largely vehicle-
free and without electricity, hot water 
or modern conveniences. Perhaps the 
most striking difference we experienced 
was the generosity of the locals and the 
community spirit we witnessed.

The boys participated in traditional 
ceremonies, dances, feast, farming, 
hunting and other aspects of traditional 
life. We also enjoyed the opportunity to 
work with the Nasivikoso Village School 
and to provide useful resources to a 
neighbouring kindergarten that is only 
just being established. Our adoptive Fijian 
family made us so welcome. Joe and 
Fonga introduced us to their home, village 
and beautiful way of life.

The group came back inspired to be more 
connected to each other, the environment 
they live in, their family and community. 
We very much wish to continue our 
relationship with the villages of Nasivikoso 
and Draiba in the future.

power of 9
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Central Australia Challenge
“A journey into the country’s heart”: this expedition is so much more than a sightseeing 
trip.  Again this year, we have partnered with the Yipirinya School in Alice Springs to provide 
our students with a snapshot of contemporary indigenous life.  The challenges and issues 
confronting the communities and the richness of the traditions and culture shine through, 
sometimes in stark contrast to one another in this expedition. The boys this year really 
connected with the students at the school, working with them daily in the classroom.  They 
were also able to be actively involved with the wider community in Alice Springs by providing 
service to the St Vincent de Paul Society through assisting with their food van service for the 
homeless and hungry.

As in past years, one highlight of the trip was the indigenous tour through the sacred lands of 
the Mutijulu, Luritja and Western Arrernte people as they visit Uluru, Kata Tjuta and Watarrka.  
We were privileged to have with us two outstanding guides with a rich understanding of the 
significance of these areas, Nigel and Wara. They were able to ensure that the Power of 9 
boys had far more than the regular tourist experience at these spectacular and spiritually 
significant places.

An indication of the expedition’s success was how emotional our boys were when it came time 
to leave.  In a short space of time they had connected with the students, school and broader 
community.

Island Challenge
This year we wanted to “up the ante” so to speak, for the Island Challenge.  We made a slight 
change in our description of the expedition to allow us to seek locations further afield than a 
coastal island experience.  Our current survival challenge is deep in the West Coast wilderness.  
After a three year in-the-making lead-up, we finally were able to string together a fantastic but 
challenging 13-day journey through the West Coast World Heritage and Tarkine areas.

As we speak, two groups are making their way through rainforest, deserted beaches, lakes and 
rivers to complete one of the more arduous Island Survival challenges.  This year they have sea-
kayaked across lakes, mountain-biked through giant forests, walked through ghost towns, sailed 
through treacherous waters, climbed stunning coastal outcrops and paddled down pristine water 
rivers. The boys had a real “baptism by fire” with over 40 mm of rain and 30 knot winds on the 
first two days.  They managed to keep warm and dry, light a fire and cook up a feast, proving that 
despite hardship they can thrive if they work together and stay positive.

Again we have been extremely lucky to have dedicated and experienced staff to lead the boys 
through this adventure of a lifetime.  Mark Oates has laboured on creating this expedition 
as leader and he has been assisted by Matt Eaton, Nick Hancock, Anita Doherty and Alex 
McWhirter in the field.  Mark will once again create a video of this unique experience. His  
2013 movie won the AdventurePro Video Festival, Schools Division.  Mark’s blurb for his 
award-winning video reads: “It is rare these days in education for students to be put in a 
position where they are forced to deal with the unknown but this expedition seeks to develop 
students’ resilience, teamwork and leadership by doing exactly that. As the journey unfolds 
the students tell the stories of their learnings and the lessons that they have gained from this 
incredible experience.”

The common themes amongst all the expeditions are the conditions ripe for growth.  These 
include being challenged by experiences and circumstances outside what the boys are 
familiar with.  Whether this is the cold, the wet, the mud, a different language, culture, food 
or company; they all push the students into new territory.  Another important ingredient is the 
quality of the mentors, staff and leaders, who help support, shape and influence these young 
men to strive to be better and go further than they perhaps thought possible.  My heartfelt 
thanks go to our staff who as well as being great outdoor leaders are exemplary individuals 
who through their interactions are outstanding role models for the behaviours we expect of 
fine young men.

Through hardship, struggle and triumph, the groups emerge with confidence, tenacity, 
endurance and grit paired with the maturity, empathy and mindfulness of others this should 
allow them to succeed in future pursuits.

I look forward to hearing of the 2014 P9 alumni next year and beyond. I look forward to lining 
up in the 2015 ‘guard of honour’ and feeling the same sense of pride as these men move out 
into the community as fine young men.

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Libraries and learning – developing lifelong 
learning through inquiry
All three libraries aim to develop students’ lifelong learning skills 
through the process of guided inquiry. The library teams work 
closely with the teachers and students to embed information literacy 
skills across the curriculum, beginning with fostering a love of 
reading in ELC students to teaching critical inquiry, problem-solving, 
effective ICT skills and independent research skills for academic 
integrity in Senior School. Strong library services are essential to 
an international school program that values the cognitive, cultural, 
social, affective, technological and spiritual values of a globalized 
world and dynamic future. The growing reliance on online resources 
and ways of collaborating means that ethical information use 
and digital citizenship skills are also taught explicitly as critical 
components of guided inquiry.

Specifically supporting the new Australian Curriculum 
implementation, the Annual Library Appeal is highly valued for the 
opportunity to keep the print and digital collections up-to-date and 
dynamic as the curriculum content changes. Hosted by the library 
web platform, LibGuides, our virtual library intranet continued 
to grow this year, becoming a central and linking resource in 
supporting teaching and learning; facilitating ‘learning anytime and 
anywhere’ by providing access to quality resources.

As the enjoyment of reading is an essential element of the library 
teaching, a variety of initiatives were adopted. During the year, Prep 
to Year 2 enjoyed visiting storyteller Sam Derchie from Ghana and 
tales of life in traditional villages in Ghana. Year 6 students and 
some of the Year 7, 8 and 9 English classes were treated to a visit by 
Scot Gardner, a children’s and young adult author who captivated his 
audience with stories about his family and his sources of inspiration.  

Microsoft’s Skype proved to be an engaging tool to promote reading 
and develop students’ global awareness. 4W participated in a 
Reader’s Theatre exchange with students from Monroe Elementary 
in California via Skype. The boys each memorised a few lines from 
Dr Seuss’ immortal classic Oh, the places you’ll go! and performed 
them for our audience via a video conference linkup, and the Monroe 
Elementary students recited One fish, two fish, red fish blue fish to us. 
The Prep classes also enjoyed a Skype session with Mrs Harmann’s 
Kindergarten class from Hartlake Elementary in Wisconsin, USA. 

Annual book events again generated much enthusiasm for reading. 
The National Simultaneous Storytime was a highlight and students 
enjoyed a reading of Too many elephants in this house by Ursula 
Dubosarsky and Andrew Joyner. The Premier’s Reading Challenge 
again garnered enormous amounts of reading through the younger 
grades, while there was a fantastic display of book character 
costumes in this year’s Book Week Assembly, the theme being 
‘Reading to Connect’.

The Hutchins Libraries have played a critical role in developing 
students’ life-long learning skills through various initiatives and we 
look forward to continuing to support students along their journey 
next year. As a Chinese proverb states, “Learning is a treasure that 
will follow its owner everywhere”.

As you may be aware, this year we became a member of the Council of 
International Schools.  Next year, as part of that Journey to Excellence in 
International Education, the whole school will undergo a rigorous accreditation 
process to see where we are placed on the world stage in all areas of school life.

The questions we have all been asking ourselves at Hutchins are What does 
being a citizen of the world actually mean?  Why should we be global citizens?   
And how do we teach children to be citizens of the world?

What is a citizen of the world?

Global citizenship is not a new concept.  Socrates spoke of global citizenship 
over 2000 years ago when he said, “I am not an Athenian or a Greek but a citizen 
of the world.”

I think that  Socrates  would have agreed with a contemporary definition by 
Oxfam that “A citizen of the world is someone who is aware of the wider world, 
who respects and values diversity and has an understanding of how the world 
works economically, politically, socially, culturally and environmentally and acts 
to make our world a fairer and more peaceful and sustainable place.”

Therefore, being a citizen of the world brings with it the highest order of 
responsibility for our community.

Young people learn about community first with their family.  I would like to thank 
all the families of Hutchins for the wonderful foundation which we hope we 
continue to build on at school.  Children who have been given an inspiring and 
compassionate framework of modelling at home and at school are intuitively 
citizens of the world as they have learnt to respect the people they meet for who 
they are.

Why should we be global citizens ?

Our children will sell to the world, buy from the world, work for, manage 
or collaborate with people from all over the world.  This brings with it 
an imperative for global responsibility for issues such as environmental 
degradation, energy and resources.  These have local and international 
dimensions and require world wide solutions. 

Being a global citizen gives children the tools to counter ignorance and 
intolerance within our diverse society.

It challenges misinformation and stereotyped views that exist about other 
people and places.

It acknowledges that we have choices about how we behave and we have 
capacity as individuals to change things. 

How do we teach children to be good citizens of the world?

Here at Hutchins, student lives are not changed by teaching lessons alone but 
by people. For this reason, relationships between students and teachers are 
of the greatest importance.  If you want globally compassionate and aware 
students, you need globally compassionate and aware teachers. Our ELC and 
JS  teachers take every opportunity to improve their practice and also give 
generously, such as Kate Vivarelli and Jason Berry who travelled this year to 
help train teachers in Cambodia. 

We thank and farewell two wonderful teachers this year who are off on overseas 
adventures:  Jill Britton and Leighton Beer.  We also thank and farewell  
Monique Gall who will be taking up a permanent position locally.  We are sad to 
lose the multi-talented  Shane McAloon from the ELC and JS  but are glad that 
his expertise will still be utilised at Hutchins in the Middle School.   

Martin Luther King once said ….“Everybody can be great because everybody can 
serve.”  Our guest presenter, Denis Bishop, has certainly served the school well 
and in our eyes is great.  He has served the community in a variety of ways from 

Tasmanian cricket and football to driving our 
boys hither and thither in the bus, as well as 
maintaining the school buildings and grounds.  
He is unfailingly cheerful and demonstrates 
compassion, empathy and warmth not just to 
our current boys, but to all past students.  He 
will be sorely missed and we wish him all the 
best in his retirement.  

At the ELC and JS  we provide a myriad of 
learning experiences to help our boys become 
global citizens:

Our Year 6 Environmental Team who look 
after our kitchen garden with recent older 
immigrants from Afghanistan, Bhutan and 
China. 

Year 3 went online and invited students in other 
schools to tell them about celebrations in their 
country.  Through conversation with students in 
Indonesia, they learnt about Ramadan and that 
they eat meatballs at Easter.

Year 5, as part of their unit on Antarctica  
via technology spoke to Professor Chris 
Thurley who is undertaking a centennial 
commemoration of Mawson’s trek to Antarctica.

Boys need to know that individual and collective 
actions can make a difference on issues of 
global importance. Margaret Mead once said 
“Never doubt that a small group of thoughtful 
committed citizens can change the world. 
Indeed it is the only thing that ever has…”

To be a citizen of the world can be as simple 
as active participation locally.  One of our 
many inspiring examples is a Year 3 boy who 
saw the plight of the homeless and has raised 
awareness and enough money to buy over 70 
street swags for the homeless in Hobart.

These are only a handful of examples of what 
we are doing at Hutchins.  However, on the 
other side of the globe other young students 
are trying to do the same.  This is beautifully 
depicted in a documentary film called  I am 11 
by Genevieve Bailey.  One 11-year-old French 
boy, Remi, voices the same ideals that Socrates 
reflected on over 2500 years ago when he says 
“ I am not a citizen of France.  I am a citizen 
of the world.  I‘ve always dreamt there’s no 
more borders that the world would be just one 
country.  That way there would be no more 
inequalities.”  This is what we aim for our boys 
as citizens of the world too!

The differences between people need not act as barriers that 
wound, harm and drive us apart. Rather, these very differences 
among cultures and civilizations should be valued as manifestations 
of the richness of our shared creativity, (Daisaku Ikeda)

Active citizenship includes knowing your responsibilities within 
civic life, being prepared to learn about key issues impacting on 
society and, where possible, participating in strategies to resolve 
these issues. In an interconnected world, these issues may be 
local, national, regional or international. The boys in Middle 
School are fortunate to experience a wide range of literary 
genres and in English, we respond to issues in a variety of ways 
including: essays, forum posts, creation of animations and 
presentations.

We examine identity and analyse the role of the protagonist in 
stories. Students consider how language enables people to 
express attitudes, feelings and opinions and they explore how 
language is powerful in the creation and expression of personal 
and social identities. The central idea is: being an author comes 
with responsibilities.  When telling a story about one’s self 
or others, boys are mindful of respect for feelings of self and 
others.  

An Indigenous female hero and the context of the Stolen 
Generations in Rabbit Proof Fence were explored by Year 7 by 
focusing on the main character, Molly, and her journey with her 
sisters following their forced removal from their family.  

“Molly is the hero and because she is the big sister, she is 
charged with the job of protecting the younger family members 
through all the tough times, the harsh treks and the big chases. 
She carries Daisy all the way across the country and she always 
puts herself up for danger before anybody else.”  
Miles McTaggart

“I believe that Molly is the hero because she shows the most 
courage and is willing to do anything so that Gracie, Daisy and 
herself get home safely. Another reason is that Molly is the 
eldest and therefore leads the girls home. Molly also spends the 
most time on screen, which tells the audience that she is the 
main character.” Jackson Coad

In Year 8 we compared Indigenous and non-Indigenous identities 
through a study of Two Hands Together by Diana Kidd.  The focus 
was on storytelling and the Dreaming and students responded 
by deconstructing, analysing and creating their own stories.

“By night time the women still hadn’t seen them so they went 
looking for them. Finally finding their two boys in the river dead 
in the trap, they came back, finding Moon asleep. They set Moon 
on fire causing him to wake up and go up into the tree next to 
the house. He died saying, ‘When you die, you will die forever but 
I will come back every month,’ and that’s the reason the moon 
rises above that tree every month.” James Britton

“Namorrodor is really a gentle beast that wishes to be accepted 
by every person of the populous Indigenous Australian 
community. He is a kind soul that has just been led astray over 
his many years of trauma and rejection.” Liam Usoalii

In Year 8 we looked at issues in our study of Free: Stories of 
Human Rights.  Students used Fronter to view and respond to 
current media as it applies to asylum seekers and gender equity 
and analysed the language used by the media to influence their 
opinions.  This work provided the opportunity to compare and 
contrast cultures, as well as to consider the responsibility to 
promote social justice which comes from living in a privileged 
country such as Australia.

“Women in more developed countries such as Australia are 
still being abused because of their gender. Statistics say that 1 
in every 5 women you meet is likely to have experienced some 
kind of sexual abuse after the age of fifteen. Organisations such 
as Amnesty International, The Equal Pay Alliance and many 
women’s rights advocates around the world are working to 
increase awareness of what some women go through as well as 
trying to improve their living conditions. There has been a major 
improvement in many women’s lives; although there is still a 
huge improvement needed.” Stanley Stoneman-Waite

“…..She also tells Amnesty International that daughters are 
regarded as mere possessions; she reveals that giving birth to a 
baby girl is a blessing for poor families as they will often be able 
to sell them to help relieve their poverty. Richer families who are 
in need of a servant also often marry one of their sons to these 
girls to gain a child servant as an alternative for having to do the 
work themselves.” Patrick Betts

“Child Marriages are one of the most common forms of 
mistreatment, all over the world. Most women, when sold as 
children, have no idea of their surroundings. Alsha was 10 when 
she was sold to a 16-year-old husband. She was sent off due 
to a dispute with her father’s second wife, which ended in her 
agreeing to marry a husband she had never met before. Alsha 
recalls she was too young to know what was happening, so she 
just agreed like many other victims.” Liam Mead

Across the Senior School the Prefects 
have fundraised for the Lion’s Club 
through their “Freezin’ for a reason” 
efforts at Sandy Bay beach, the SRC also 
fund raise and disperse funds to a local, 
national and international charity.

Burbury House has a healthy mix of Tasmanian 
boarders, brought up with the finest local ingredients and moral values. They continue 
to provide the vibrant spirit that has contributed to many of the established traditions. 
Our fine cohort of local Junior Boarders will be complemented by three new boarders 
in Years 5 and 6 in 2015. The mainland Australian boarders come from locations 
as diverse as Sydney and Broome. This wholesome base is subtly spiced up by an 
international contingent, the majority of whom are from Hong Kong and mainland 
China, along with several transient guests from overseas: this year we have been 
joined by visitors from Spain, Germany and Italy; great contacts for a future adventure! 
We have also welcomed a range of casual boarders, who have generally joined us for 
between one week and one term. 

Our Residential Staff (and WAGS!), kitchen and domestic teams bring a wealth of 
experience with them, and always look for opportunities to engage with the boarders, 
be it in animated conversation, relaxed ‘banter’ or over a game of 8 ball. The gentle 
patter (along with noisy screeching) of the soon to be five staff children provides an 
immeasurable quality, breaking down barriers in a way that only littl’uns know how, 
reminding us of the joys of youthful enthusiasm and awe. This year’s Gap Students hail 
from South Africa, USA and Germany, and have helped to provide a valuable bridge 
between adolescence and adulthood.

The Hutchins co-curricular program receives healthy involvement from the boarders. 
Rowing is an essential part of the exercise diet for a considerable number of dedicated 
early risers, with football and rugby not far behind in popularity. Table tennis, 
badminton, tennis, soccer, dance, drama, music, cricket, surfing and fencing are all 
also well represented. 

There are various acitivities that are unique to the boarding fraternity, with the annual 
‘Dash’ taking its place alongside Staff v boarders sporting fixtures. The four Tutor 
Groups partake in regular challenges, involving items such as hula hoops, weetbix 
and paper planes; Hudspeth secured the coveted trophy this year. In addition, we 
have social events with St Michael’s Collegiate and The Fahan School: mocktail, race 
night and cartoon character evenings have been complemented by barbecues at Long 
Beach and an excursion to the Tasman Peninsula. This relationship has contributed to 

a very successful second year of ‘Cooperative 
Boarding’, by which boarders from the two 
aforementioned schools joined us for the Term 
1 and Term 3 holidays. The week down at our 
Southport residential centre tends to be the 
highlight for many, and sightings of a Hutchins 
school bus on a holiday excursion receives 
the occasional confused look from those who 
‘thought Hutchins was a boys only school!”

I would like to thank all the Mentors 
and Mr Crofts for their outstanding 
contribution to Bucks this year.

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Head of House Report
It is incredible how quickly a year can pass when you feel a great sense of belonging 
to the school community, are fully engaged and following your passion.  This certainly 
rings true of my first year in the role of Head of House, but also reflects the desired 
outcome for all members of the Stephens House family. 

In my final address to the Year 12s I expressed with confidence that every single one 
of them had established a sense of belonging and were leaving Hutchins having had 
the opportunity to discover their passion.  Not only is this testament to the legacy left 
by Mr McNamara, but also the work done by our Captain Benjamin Robinson and his 
leadership team to further enhance and strengthen the culture and importance we 
place on traditional family values.

What qualities would we expect from a group of young men who value a sense of 
family and what opportunities can we provide to facilitate the development of these 
characteristics in each of the members of the House?  

Under the direction of Miss Kate Langridge, we were able to introduce the ruMAD? 
(are you making a difference) keys into our Mentor program this year.  Earlier sessions 
with Mentors and subsequent committee meetings enabled the boys to discover 
their shared values and explore opportunities for action, both within our school and 
the wider community.  The process identified the boys’ passion for the wellbeing of 
their peers and a motivation to ensure that all boys were engaged, connected and 
felt a sense of belonging to the Hutchins community.  The ruMAD process led to the 
implementation of a pilot Peer Mentoring Program with 7NEA in the Middle School.  
Sessions were planned by the boys and time was spent playing games together, 
getting to know one another and forging ties for stronger relationships across school 
campuses.  It was a truly successful program as evidenced by the younger boys’ 
willingness to talk about and solve problems with their more senior mentors and role 
models.  Following a review of our pilot program, it is hoped that next year we will be 
able to involve the Junior School boys and strengthen ties from Year 6 to Year 12.

RUOK? Day was a chance for Stephens House to recognise and promote the 
importance of getting connected and staying connected with your friends, peers, work 
colleagues and family.  Benjamin Robinson’s Prefect address to the school and the 
R U OK? Day morning tea spread the word that empathy begins with awareness of 
another person’s feelings.  The simple message was to start a conversation and check 
in with those around you to see that everything is ok. This message was reinforced by 
Mitch McPherson from Speak Up Stay ChatTY when he visited the school to address 
the Year 9 and Year 10 boys.

Thanks to the work of the Stephens Executive, there were numerous opportunities 
for the boys to bond socially and develop their sense of belonging to the community.  
Leading Light challenges, the Casino Royale evening with Collegiate and the 
introduction of House week events, all served to strengthen the relationships with 
both peers and Mentors alike.  As too did the various Cock House events, where all of 
our boys participated so enthusiastically in music, drama, debating, chess, swimming, 
athletics, cross-country, winter and summer sports day.

It is at this point that I would like to recognise the work done by our fantastic 
Mentors.  The level of pastoral care they are able to provide in such a calm, caring and 
supportive environment; enables them to monitor and guide the boys through not only 
their academic program, but their whole educational experience and involvement in 
the general life of the school.

In their final week of school, the Year 12s went out for lunch at Paesano’s with the 
Mentor team.

Geoff Goodfellow: “The people’s Poet”
Context relates to the people, places, sounds and ideas that 
Goodfellow’s poems are about: “I thought that there must 
be a lot of people out in the suburbs who want to read about 
lives like their own, but don’t particularly rely on sophisticated 
language and concepts” (Goodfellow, 2014 p. xiv).  One 
particularly striking thing about Goodfellow’s poetry is that the 
subject of his poems is nearly always people.  This is another 
way of making his work easier to understand and connect 
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with.  A lot of his poems are about issues that would affect 
many people in society, for example: adolescent rebellion – 
“Set to the Left” (Bowtie & Tails) and cancer – “The Seventh 
Doctor” (Waltzing with Jack Dancer).  These topics increase 
his popularity amongst people who wouldn’t normally read 
poetry.   Context can also be directly linked to the language, 
because in order to achieve the desired context, Goodfellow 
has used colloquial language: ‘those bastards would’ve /
been fighting one another to see /who was going knock/ 
the loudmouth out/ not to mention my own boys” (‘Johnny’s 
Reply’ p.121).  Complex words and pretty phrases are often 
attributed to poetry, however his style directly contradicts this.  
Goodfellow’s language is often simple yet powerful.  He seems 
to take particular note of the sort of language used by the 
people he writes about just like a novelist would, and I think 
that this is another difference with his poetry, that phrases 
often come out like speech.

The athletics season for Hutchins started off 
strong with the Southern SATIS competition in late 
September.

The State SATIS competition in Hobart produced 
some impressive results. One of the main 
highlights came towards the end of the day when 
Torrin Jones, Lemon Raiden, Jagga Pybus and 
Oliver Burrows-Cheng took out the Under 13  
4x100 m relay while also beating the previous meet 
record, which was held by a former Hutchins team 
comprising the majority of this year’s Open team. 
But once again it was Russell Taib who produced 
the ultimate highlight of the day, destroying his 
personal best from just weeks prior by running 
a fantastic 10.88 seconds in the 100 m as well as 
producing a meet record in 200 m that had stood 
since 1972. 

A number of boys represented Hutchins at the 
2014 Tasmanian All Schools Track and Field 
selection meet. Congratulations to all the boys 
who made the long trek up to Penguin and we as 
a school wish those competing at the Australian 
All Schools Championships in Adelaide the best 
of luck. Immediately following the All Schools 
Championships, Hutchins Junior and Senior teams 
will battle it out with other top schools from around 
Australia at the National Schools Knockouts 
competition hosted by Athletics Australia. Both 
the Junior and Senior teams finished at the top of 
their respective age group ladders in Tasmania and 
thus earned their spots at the national competition, 
which will also be held in Adelaide. A number of 
the Senior boys will be keen to make their mark, 
after previously tasting victory as part of the 
successful intermediate team that took out the 
national title in 2011. The Junior boys are in with a 
genuine chance to take out the victory also, so we 
wish the boys the best of luck in their upcoming hit 
outs in December. 

The fantastic achievements thus far could not 
have been possible without the ongoing dedication 
and support from a number of staff.

Rowing
The Boat Club had another fabulous season 
with all age groups achieving successes as 
well as enjoying the life of the Boat Club 
and the rowing community.

The junior squad season started with the 
Junior Sculling Regatta at Franklin, with 
the Under 15s particularly strong, winning 
each of the six divisions of the single sculls, 
as well as the quad scull.
