All
volunteer their time and expertise to
make sure Hutchins continues to evolve
and maintain its standing as the leading
school for boys in this State.

This year, the Board signed off on a
Master Building Plan for the School to
ensure we continually use the limited
space we have available on the Sandy
Bay campus to the best of its abilities.
There is a recognition by the School for
additional play areas for junior students,
updated gymnasium facilities together
with the continuing health and safety
requirements for design and technology
and science amongst other things.
Also, the need for a cultural heart of the
School has been planned for.

The beginning of the year saw the
opening of four refurbished science
laboratories. This update now provides
students and staff with first class
facilities achieved through diligent
planning and smart use of modern
learning spaces. We are indebted to Chief
Operating Officer Mr Jason Reeves, the
Finance team, builders and architects for
achieving a great outcome - on time and
on budget. These facilities now provide
our boys with a first class learning

space and, most importantly, a safe
environment to study.

The Board this year accepted a proposal

from the School Executive to expand the
Middle School to include Year 6 from

the year 2020. To facilitate this, we have
recently received planning approval for the
demolition of the old Lodge building and

a new building to be constructed on that
site which will adjoin the existing Middle
School building. The plans include four
new classrooms on the top level and a new
dance studio on the ground level.

This is another example of the School
continuing to evolve and challenge
itself to provide the best education,
specific to the boys’ stage in life, in the
best accommodation.

Also, the School continues to refurbish
classrooms and learning spaces during
term breaks each year. The Facilities team
led by Mr Sam Fenney does a vast amount
of work whilst the boys are on holidays and
this is much appreciated by us all.

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FROM THE

Headmaster

The Hutchins School’s vision
is to provide an inspirational
education where each boy
strives to achieve his personal
best and is willing to serve his
community as an informed and
active citizen; locally nationally
and globally. The efforts and
achievements of the boys in
2018 serve as evidence of this
vision in action.

Internationally, boys travelled to Venice,
Italy to participate in the International
Student Science Conference, Xi'an,
China to attend the summer camp

at the Northeastern Polytechnical
University, Singapore for the Hwa
Chong Institution’s Student Leaders
Conference, the Kennedy Space Station,
Florida to compete in the International
Space Design Challenge, 17 boys visited
China on our biennial language and
culture immersion tour and Raiden
Lemon in Year 11 represented Australia
at the International Young Physicists

Tournament in Beijing, China.

Nationally, Hutchins boys matched it
with the best in Australia. The year
began with news that our Year 12
students in 2017 had achieved the best
median ATAR result for the School since
the introduction of ATARs in 2006. Seven
boys achieved an ATAR above 99 and 23
boys were listed 37 times for achieving
a perfect score in a pre-tertiary subject.
Outstanding academic achievement
became a feature of 2018 with a number
of students placing in the top 1% of

the Computational and Algorithmic
Thinking Competition, ICAS Science and
ICAS English Competition, Australian
Geography Competition, Mathematics
Challenge for Young Australians and the
Australian National Chemistry Quiz.

In Mathematics, seven boys were awarded
medals for achieving the highest score in
the State for their respective age divisions
in the ICAS Mathematics Competition.
These outstanding results saw Hutchins
boys place first in the State in the Year 6,
7, 9,10, 11 and 12. Seven students also
ranked within the top 1% of all candidates
in Australian and New Zealand.

Hutchins teams placed 1st in Year

6, 7 and 12 while Years 8, 9, and 11
placed 3rd in their age division in

the Mathematical Association of
Tasmania’s Maths Relay and five boys
placed in the top 1% and three boys
placed in the top 0.3% nationally in the
Australian Mathematics Competition.

In ICAS Spelling, Writing and English,
Hutchins boys placed 1st in the State in
Years 7,10, 11 and 12.

In sport, 18 boys represented Australia
and 69 boys represented Tasmania
across a diverse range of sports.

Hutchins won the State ASX Schools
Sharemarket Game for the third
consecutive year and boys placed
1stin Year 11 and in the top three in
Years 5, 7,8, 9and 11 in the Chinese
Speech Competition.

| trust that we all appreciate the boys’
drive and commitment that led them to
lift the State title in swimming, hockey,
athletics, cricket, Match Racing in sailing
and the Junior and Senior Aggregate
Trophies for rowing at the SATIS Head of
the River. In Dance, boys won the Lyrical
section, Musical Theatre section and
Judges Choice Award in Hobart Dance
Life Unite Competition qualifying for the
Nationals. The boys then travelled to
compete in the Brisbane Eisteddfod where
they placed in three categories from a
highly competitive 38 schools.

This year we enjoyed the spectacular
Middle School Musical, 13, the Senior
School production of Treasure Island,

the James Scott-Power Music Recital in
the Town Hall and our Dance@Hutchins
Showcase to name just a few of our annual
arts events. We enjoyed the wonderful
School Fair and admired the tremendous
awareness raising efforts of our Year

12 leaders who led various initiatives
throughout the year to raise awareness
and $15,000 for Speak Up! Stay ChatTY to
help people with mental illness.

In recognising that no two boys are the
same and that each boy has unique interests
and talents, the breadth of opportunity
available to boys remains an important
feature of The Hutchins School experience.
Every boy in every class has distinctive
talents and passions that when discovered
can inspire him to achieve far more than he
thought possible. For some boys their talent
or passion is not found in the classroom or
in the traditional co-curricular offering of
sport, drama or music. Without a breadth of
opportunity, how will each boy discover his
aptitudes and interests? A lot depends on
the experiences made available for boys and

their willingness to embrace them.

Music ensembles, dance groups, academic
enrichment groups and sporting teams,

to name just a few, do not play or compete
themselves, they require boys to have a go.
The boys” willingness to try new experiences
is enhanced when they are surrounded

by peers who share their passion within

a culture of support and encouragement,
where boys can be themselves.
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As the only school in Australia to be

an accredited Discover Sailing Centre
together with a Marine School delivering
unparalleled marine experiences in a
school setting, combined with a diverse
sporting program that offers 31 different
sports in the Senior School alone, a dance
program from Kindergarten to Year 12
and a comprehensive music and Outdoor
Education program, a Hutchins education
is filled with possibilities.

In a year filled with highlights, 2018
was also the year we marked the
centenary of the end of World War |.

As a school shaped by its past that had
442 0ld Boys from Hutchins and our
affiliated schools serve with 76 giving
their life for our freedom, we gathered
as a whole school community to
remember those who gave so much for
the freedom we enjoy today.

This year we unveiled a new honour
board listing those Old Boys who have
served our country in conflict since
World War Il as well as a plaque to mark
a pine tree that stands on the side of the
War Memorial Oval that was cultivated
from a seed from the Lone Pine found
on the Gallipoli peninsula. This tree
represents more than a terrible battle
where so many lives were lost, but also
the courage, sacrifice and mateship that

are part of the Anzac spirit.

Our boys are fortunate to live at a

time when the qualities of loyalty

and courage that we associate with

the Anzac spirit only need to be
demonstrated in our daily lives. With
this year’s theme of Courage, set by our
Year 12 leaders, Fergus Charles, School
Captain, urged all boys to demonstrate
courage by standing up for what is
right, even when it is not easy. In
setting the theme of Courage, our Year
12 leaders planted a seed. Character
does not develop through noble aims
and inspiring words alone. The seed
requires water to grow. Encouragement
from staff and the example set by many
of our senior boys serve to water the
seed and as the tree grows so too does
the character of our boys.
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Character is not built on
academic achievements,
athletic prowess, creativity,
talent or IQ. It is not
comparative. It does not glitter
or stand out. Rather it reveals
itself in our daily actions and
interactions. While only a
small number of people can
be champions in athletics,
the arts and academics,

all Hutchins boys can be
champions of character.

While the end of a school year brings an
opportunity to reflect on the past year,
we also look to the opportunities that lie
ahead. As we strive to keep The Hutchins
School at the forefront of boys” education
in Australia, we look to 2019 with a sense
of anticipation for the initiatives planned.
Some of these initiatives include:

The construction of a new Middle
School wing that will include four
additional classrooms and a large,
flexible breakout space for boys’
learning. The new classrooms and
breakout space will accommodate the
expansion of the Middle School

as Year 6 moves from Junior School
to the Middle School. The building will
also feature two purpose built large
teaching spaces for Middle School
Drama classes and dance rehearsals.

In 2019, we will continue to expand
our Character Development Program
with the creation of two new
leadership positions as Directors of
Character Development. As part of
this new program, we will introduce a
Year 10 two-week residential program
where boys who elect to enrol, will live
in the boarding house and undertake
a positive social impact project for
the broader Tasmanian community.

A second initiative invites Year 10

boys and their father or adult male
mentor to experience a seven day

life adventure together in a remote
village in Fiji. The Fijian culture has
preserved strong family relationships
and traditional rites of passage
pathways as boys become men of
their community.

A new leadership position, Head of Early
Years, will be created that will further
develop an already engaging, nurturing
environment tailored specifically for boys
from Pre-Kindergarten to Year 2.

As part of our commitment to
international mindedness, The
Hutchins School became one of about
five schools in Australia accredited to
deliver English Language Intensive
Courses for Overseas Students
known as ELICOS. This important
school initiative aims to provide high
quality English language teaching

for international students for whom
English in not their first language. We
will welcome our first group enrolments
in this course in July 2019.

Staff professional learning around an
emerging whole school teaching and
learning framework will commence

in January. The teaching and learning
framework will incorporate the Marzano
High Reliability Schools framework and
will build on the research undertaken by
staff over the past 12 months.

All classrooms in the Early Learning
Centre will be air-conditioned over
the summer break. An online canteen
ordering facility will be introduced
and menus reviewed to provide more
healthy options as part of the School's
application for Gold accreditation
from Canteens Tasmania. Additional
playground equipment will be installed
for Junior and Middle School boys and
an online platform for parents and
carers of boys in the Early Learning
Centre will be introduced to enable
parents and carers to receive regular
updates on their son’s learning.

While these initiatives are important, a
boy’s education relies not on the quality
of buildings or facilities, rather the
quality of the staff. Our staff, teaching
and non-teaching are our greatest asset.
| thank the staff for their tireless efforts,
daily words of encouragement to the boys
and genuine regard for the wellbeing of
the boys and each other that has made
2018 a year of great reward.
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| thank and wish well the staff leaving
The Hutchins School at the end of
this year.

Mr Simon Angus who over the past three
years has made a significant contribution
to the School as the Head of Middle
School for two years and this year as the
Acting Deputy Headmaster, moves to
Perth to commence the role of Deputy
Headmaster/Head of Senior School at
Christ Church Grammar School.

Mr Peter Starkey’s 33 years of service
has been wide and varied. In addition
to teaching Science, he has also held a
number of leadership roles including
Head of Stephens House, Teacher
Liaison for Rowing, Head of Year 9

and Director of the Marine School, a
program developed under Mr Starkey’s
leadership that is truly unique to The
Hutchins School.

Mrs Lee Burman, who after 16 years of
teaching in the Kindergarten and Pre-
Kindergarten years, will commence her
well-earned retirement. Mrs Burman's
teaching has been characterised by
passion, energy and dedication as well as
a love for the children in her care.

LEADERSHIP FOR LEARNING

Leadership of and in schools has traditionally operated
as the effective management of groups and individuals

for the advancement of the school and or the individual.

Educational research over recent years is highlighting the
value of approaches to school based leadership that foster

the holistic and spiritual development of the individual, the

encouragement and support to develop individuals as lifelong
learners, and the power of professional learning teams to

move both the student, the teachers and the school forward.

Leadership for learning is about providing the capacity for
students, teachers and parents/carers to continuously learn

and improve through our various experiences.

Our need for implicit and explicit
knowledge is ever growing. Researchers
talk of the importance of teachers and
leaders needing to be lifelong learners
so that our students can also develop
this quality. For teachers, the demands
of changing technology, pedagogy and

curriculum require us to continually

upskill in order to deliver best practice
that in turn facilitates best outcomes.
For students, managing time spent
utilising technology and down time to
develop reflective thinking is a skill many
find a struggle. For parents/carers, just
trying to keep up with the latest social
media products, learning systems and
communication platforms can be as
equally daunting. They all challenge our
time and technical capacity as well as
highlight the need to be lifelong learners.

Lifelong learning not only contributes to
our personal knowledge and skills but
also helps our community to be more
innovative and productive, enabling new
skills and ideas to be generated by our
teachers and students. As teachers

and parents/carers we need to bridge
the gap between how our students and
children learn and how they will live
and work as adults. Schools that do

not thrive on continuous improvement
and innovation cannot meet the needs
of students who will be required

to reinvent themselves in an ever-
changing future workforce.

At Hutchins we have learning teams
across the School that operate on the
belief that as lifelong learners, and
through collaborative inquiry processes,
we share our teaching experiences with
colleagues with the aim to improve the

quality of our teaching and our students’

outcomes. Our students share their
experiences, their growing knowledge
and review their own progress with
their teachers through Rory which is
connecting our community and building
our capacity to share our learning.

The wellbeing and
holistic development of the individual

The Hutchins School constantly calls the students to
reflect the needs of restoring a broken humanity. One way
that this is done is through the act of worship. One of the
primal ways of expressing worship is sacrifice: worship
that is simultaneously an act of praise, atonement, self-
giving, covenant and thanksgiving (in Greek eucharistial.
The various forms of sacrifice have one common, positive
meaning - life is surrendered in order to be transformed
and shared. So, when Jesus spoke of his life as a sacrifice,
he tapped into a current running deep in the souls of his
apostles, running deep into the souls of the Israelites,
running deep into every human soul.

We celebrate this in community throughout every aspect

of what we do, but most profoundly in the symbolism of

the Eucharist. In the service we gather together to break
bread and share the wine of community and appropriately in
response we then scatter to do the work. It is appropriate that
we started the year at St David’s Cathedral with a combined
Hutchins and St Michael's Collegiate staff service ably led

Dux of the School

School is a microcosm of society, and the ideas of
living a fulfilled life are equally applicable in pursuing a
rewarding time at school.

The week after Speech Night has given me time to reflect and consider what
the end goal of school actually is. | studied Nietzsche for the first time in
Philosophy at Fahan School last year, and one of the concepts that struck me
in his philosophy of the good life was that of Amor Fati. Amor Fati is Latin for
‘love of one’s fate’; that if the answer to ‘would you be happy with an afterlife
consisting of your life on repeat?’ is yes, then it was a life well lived. | think the
idea of Amor Fati is especially applicable to the limited time we have at school,
and should be a goal of students as they go through school. Being willing to do
it all again indicates to me that the ‘point’ of school has been fulfilled. Sure,
being prepared for the ‘real world’ is important, but | think enjoying the limited
time at school is more important.

On a personal level, coming to the end of 13 years at Hutchins, if | were asked
if  would do it all over again, the answer is a resounding yes. Does it mean |
have no regrets at all?

In terms of how to structure a year for
it to be the most fulfilling possible, | do
not think there is any one answer; that
is up to individual student to decide.

School Hours Care (OSHC), and
2018 was no exception. OSHC is
somewhat unique in a school-
based context, in that it allows
time and space for children

to learn about themselves,

and the world around them,

in an environment that is far
less structured than that of a
classroom. On any given day,
whether in After School Care or
Vacation Care, you will find us
engaging with any number of
different activities. In Vacation
Care, you might find us rock
climbing; rollerblading; ice
skating; painting plaster or
heading out for a movie. Our
afternoons might be spent
playing board games, building
cities with Duplo, or learning
how to put a computer together,
one component at a time.
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Some of these things, especially at a
young age, might seem like huge physical
challenges to overcome. Others, like
painting, drawing, or constructing an
airport out of LEGO, might stretch the
limits of our creativity; while others, like
learning how to ride a scooter for the
first time, or even just hunting for crabs
at the beach, are about engaging with
new ideas and experiences with the help
and support of friends. As diverse as
these activities are each one provides us
with an opportunity to learn something
new about ourselves, and ultimately

that is what Outside School Hours Care
is all about. Whether we are gaining
confidence and determining self-identity
through experiences already conquered,
or learning how to safely engage with
risk and feeling that surge of confidence
that comes with accomplishment, it is all
about discovering who we are and where
we fit in this world. The best part of all is
that all of these things are as much about
fun as they are about learning.

As you look around this page, and see the
photos of children with huge smiles on
their faces, you will understand that this
is what 2018 meant for us. It meant ice
skating for the first time, clinging on to

a penguin to maintain balance. It meant
rock climbing, and actually reaching the
roof, even with trembling hands. It was
scrambling around rocks, hunting for
crabs before they scurried into cracks and
crevices while the waves washed in, or
bowling that perfect delivery to knock out
middle stump. It was hanging out chatting
with friends, cooking banana pancakes,
playing ‘Dragonwood’ and ‘Monopoly’ and
a thousand rounds of ‘Exploding Kittens’,
and loving every minute of it.

REFLECTION

Reflection is one of the most
valuable tools we possess to
help us move forward in the
unique set of circumstances that
become our lives. It requires
self-awareness, courage,
honesty and curiosity.

Reflection allows us to explore the small as
well as the demanding and difficult things
in life. As John Dewey, a 19th century
psychologist, philosopher and educational
reformer said:

We do not learn
from experience, we
learn from ref[ecting
an exloerience.’

So how do we cultivate reflection in our
children? School can create a series

of different reflection opportunities for
thought and analysis that create a myriad
of learning patterns for students.

It is up to each student, with our support,
to synthesise these reflections to develop
their unique self and realise their full
potential. With reflection, the learning
process deepens and information becomes
meaningful; it becomes knowledge and
eventually wisdom.

Reflection needs quiet

We are so used to being constantly busy

in this buzzing, IT/social media connected
world that we can end up valuing activity
and instant action over reflection. We all
need time to just think and be, and we
need to ensure our children have this
opportunity too; to savour stillness, to pray,
to meditate, to be in the moment. We need
to slow the hurried, over-committed child,
to provide space for them for reflection in a
world that so often bombards our children
with meaningless babble.

By allowing children to have moments
of stillness, to reflect, question, ponder
and then to discuss and debate, it
gives them the tools for a more deeply
engaged life as their identity is formed.

Reflection needs
modelling and practice

Students need guidance to learn the
skills for constructive reflection. It needs
demonstrating, coaching and practising.
They also need opportunities to reflect
on how to be - the character traits

and dispositions that help them learn;
how empathy can help us work more
effectively with others; how persistence
and perseverance are all qualities that
help them develop as a person.

Through the process of putting on an
annual performance, our Year 4 boys
learn the importance of different roles
within a group and of taking risks in
learning new skills. They learn how to
accept and give constructive feedback;
that reflecting on mistakes helps you to
do things better. Part of their feedback
process involves acting in front of

a mirror so they can see what their
audience will see - looking at things
from another perspective, yet another
kind of reflection.

Reflection needs to
prompt action

In the Harry Potter series, J K Rowling
created the character Harry who
develops in self-knowledge and
understanding of his potential through
the years of his education at Hogwarts
School. Harry’'s development as the
‘best hope’ for all who stood against
the evil of Voldemort was a long
journey. Harry had to look within and
reflect on who he was and who he
must become. He formed friendships
and he developed more empathy and
understanding for others.

Early Learning Centre & Junior School (Pre-Kindergarten to Year 6)

This process required time, experience,

successes and failures, the support of
friends and teachers, and the challenge
of those against him. Reflection alone
was not enough. He had to act on the
insights that reflection gave him.

At Hutchins, our restorative justice
system and reflection sheets encourage
the boys to take responsibility for the
choices they make through reflection,
by asking questions such as: What
happened? What were you thinking at
the time? Who do you think has been
affected by what you did? What do you
need to do to make things better?

Reflection enables
growth

Reflection is not about being trapped
in a moment of time. To learn, the
mind must adapt to change. To do this,
reflection is essential. Reflection is the
magical key to living with awareness
and inspiration.

From Pre-Kindergarten to Year 6,

each boy strives to do his best so that

he will become a good man, a man of
character. Our role as parents/carers
and educators is to harness the power of
reflection to enable him to achieve this.

Building good men in the ELC and Junior School

There has been some discussion in the media over recent

months about ‘soft skills” and debate as to whether or not it is

possible to teach such skills.

What are ‘soft skills'? They are the
‘personal attributes that enable someone
to interact effectively and harmoniously
with other people.” At Hutchins we call
them the qualities that describe a good
man. In our Guiding Statements, our goal
is defined as 'to build good men who act
with kindness, integrity, compassion,
humility and courage.’

How does this look in the ELC and

Junior School? How is it achieved in

the busy-ness of the classroom and the
playground? How are ways to be a good
man explicitly identified and worked on
so that good men are ‘'built” because - as
the current world paradigm shows - they
do not just happen.

Good men are kind. The Kindness Policy
is a key guiding statement. The boys of
the ELC and Junior School understand
that the way they speak to and act

with one another sets the example of
kindness. Through the discussion on and
establishment of classroom rules and
essential agreements at the beginning
of the year in every classroom, and
regular reflection on these as the year
progresses, kindness continues to be a
prominent aspect of daily interactions.
Dealing with unkindness - not being a
bystander - is also a key theme and one
which is dealt with specifically in the
BounceBack program.

Good men have compassion.
Compassion demands that we move
beyond tolerance and understand the
‘other’. Compassion demands action.
ELC and Junior School boys have regular
opportunities to reflect on what it is

to ‘stand in the shoes of another’ - to
appreciate the needs of others and to
respond to those needs - to work to
alleviate the suffering of others. The
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commitment of the boys to the annual
‘Lap it Up’ event is just one example of
their efforts in this area. Similarly, their
work across many curriculum areas
strives to focus their attention on what
they have in common with others rather
than a value-laden identification of points
of difference.

Good men have integrity. Through
differentiated learning experiences

- experiences which acknowledge
individual differences and give every boy
the opportunity to strive and succeed,
boys are encouraged to understand

their unique potential and to make
choices based on that potential. Boys are
encouraged to be honest with themselves
and others. They are supported to
understand the importance of doing

the right thing even if it is difficult or
unpopular, of following through on
commitments, of admitting mistakes and
accepting responsibility. ‘Doing the right
thing even if no one will know’ is modelled
and witnessed everyday - picking up

the wind-blown litter, acknowledging

the catch from a knick that no one else
noticed, ‘giving a chance’ to a ‘newbie’

in the game, sticking with a team even
though it has not been the experience
anticipated. The boys learn about integrity
through their daily experiences.

Good men are humble. Humility is

not about thinking less of oneself or
one’s abilities but rather it reverses the
tendency to compare personal strengths
with others’ weaknesses. In a world which
seems increasingly focused on the self,
humility calls on us to acknowledge that
we are not self-sufficient. In the ELC
and Junior School, the boys regularly
take a real interest in and celebrate each
other’s achievements - in group work, in
year level activities, in corridor displays,

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in Assemblies. Humility helps to create
classroom and playground environments
where the boys are free to try new things,
take risks and have a go, as the fear of
failure is not their focus.

Good men are courageous. Boys in the ELC
and Junior School know that courage does
not mean never being afraid. They know

it is about the facing of fear - be it fear of
rejection, of embarrassment, of personal
loss, they all require courage - not just
fear of physical danger or pain. They know
that courage means stepping outside your
comfort zone and they know it must be
practised. Through classroom discussions
and the celebration of worthy risk-taking,
the boys are encouraged to notice the
opportunity, assume responsibility, decide
to step in, speak up, act - and to do so in
small matters every day - not to wait for a
‘big opportunity’. The naming of particular
examples of day-to-day courage means
that the boys know that courage “doesn’t
always roar. Sometimes courage is a little
voice at the end of the day that says I'll try
again tomorrow” (Radmacher, 2009).

In classrooms, in the playground, on sports
fields, on stages, in orchestras and on bush
tracks, whether holding brushes, bats or
musical instruments, picture books or
digital devices - wherever our boys are and
whatever they are doing, at the heart of it,
they are learning to be good men - men

of integrity who are kind, compassionate,
humble, and courageous.

2018 has been a year of growth
for our Middle School.

The big themes this year have been
anti-bullying initiatives, online formative
assessment, positive engagement and
character development.

A big part of the Hutchins journey has
always been our Outdoor Education
program. | had the privilege of visiting
our Year 7 Camps in Term 1. This year
has seen a new camp program and the
introduction of our Year 7 Rite of Passage
program to help boys transition from
primary school to secondary school.

As part of this experience, all boys
participated in structured activities and
discussions about growing up and being
their best self. Developing character
strengths was a big part of the process.

In an effort to eradicate bullying, we
participated in the National Day of Action
Against Bullying.

There has been a great deal of
talk this year about our interactions with
technology and the wider use of internet
and social media. Managing screen time,
online gaming addictions and social
media indiscretions are real for our
generation of students.

Our Prefects have worked hard to raise

awareness of violence against women. The
whole school was involved in White Ribbon
Day. Our work with White Ribbon Australia

to stop violence against women has seen
students take an active role in awareness
raising and advocacy. We have focussed
on the issue through assemblies, mentor
discussions and the boys participating

in the ‘Walk a Mile in Her Shoes’ event
held in the Senior School.

Academically, Semester Two started with
the release of ‘Gonski 2.0’, a paper that
stirred life into the education debate.
Recommendations that resonated
included the need to provide students

Information, Communication and Technology (ICT)

and Digital Technologies are a dynamic part of
the Hutchins Middle School curriculum, providing
a technology-rich, collaborative environment.
Integrated throughout the curriculum, ICT as a
general capability is where students learn to use
ICT effectively and ethically to access, create and
communicate information and ideas.

In addition, Year 8 students choose from a number of related
electives. Two of these, Robotics and Control Systems, and
Computer Science are offered through the Design, Production
and Digital Technologies Faculty. Both these electives are aligned
to the Australian Curriculum learning area, Technologies -
Digital Technologies.

Digital Technologies have transformed our world and
fundamentally altered our lives. In view of this and through
studying one or both of the two electives on offer, students have
been using new technologies such as micro control systems and
small board computers to deepen their understanding of how

the modern world functions. Learning how to code is essential to
successfully operating these devices and all the learning activities
undertaken are practically based. Authentic and applied learning
experiences improve problem solving skills for both individual and
groups within the classroom.

Students are also encouraged to explore trends and issues
which will impact society in the near future. Developments such
as autonomous vehicles or self-driving transport systems, the
Internet of Things, machine learning or artificial intelligence and
augmented or virtual reality systems are discussed. Importantly,
students are expected to critically analyse and debate the
technologies which over time have sparked controversy and
caused speculation.

The emphasis in both the Year 8 electives is on computational
thinking - a practice of problem solving and of thought processes
which allows complex solutions to be derived using computing
systems. Students can demonstrate this through a style of
thinking through one of the many visual programming applications
available. Here they are building the foundational knowledge
required to successfully participate in Senior School digital
technologies subjects.

Outdoor Education in the Middle School aims
to contribute to the curriculum by offering

This quote summarises the
professional dispositions and
commitment of our teachers
who, on a daily basis work to
provide our boys with every
opportunity to succeed.

This year a team of teachers in the Senior
School completed an online course on
Visible Learning with the Harvard School
of Education’s Project Zero research unit.
The team were particularly interested

in how boys work in groups and how a

collaborative approach to learning can
deepen understanding.
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“Learning groups help students benefit
from and build on what others know,
allowing teachers to understand
students and gauge their progress and
identify their values. They give teachers
the opportunity to differentiate as
required so that all learners feel they are
valued. They are democratic: everyone
has equal opportunity to contribute -

by sharing roles and rotating through
them everyone is part of a team and is
held accountable. This provides both
opportunities and responsibilities -
levels of accountability as part of a team;
opportunities to hear voices that are not
always heard and share ideas that we
don’t always hear, which leads students
to feel more valued in the classroom.
They can also highlight misconceptions
about subject specific knowledge, which
can then be explored by the group and
corrected.” - The Hutchins School Project

months, researching, documenting

and discussing ways of engaging

and motivating students to own their
learning. Their work was shared in an
online international community and
with colleagues in the School. It was a
very rewarding and rich professional
learning opportunity that will be shared
with all staff in the coming months and
inform the continued development of
our Teaching and Learning Framework.
We also have dedicated teachers
studying for their Masters, PHD's and
junior teachers moving to full Teacher
Registration via a rigorous process of
documentation and observation.

The Hutchins
School community is fortunate to

have highly dedicated teachers

willing to continuously improve their
own learning and modelling that
commitment to improvement with our
students.

One student who has been an
outstanding ambassador for Hutchins, Koh Kawaguchi (Year
12), reflected, “The Philosothon provides students with the
opportunity to consider everyday things that we don’t stop
and think about. | personally find the format of being given
a stimulus piece, discussing with teammates and then
presenting to judges, an effective method to allow us to

explain our thoughts in a concise and academic manner. It's an

excellent opportunity to do introspection and refine our views
and | would recommend any students interested, give it a go.”

The Centre for Excellence is
a unique entity at The Hutchins
School and aims to promote

increased access to and
participation in all aspects of
schooling for students with
additional needs, both in terms
of support and extension.

Senior School (Years 9-12)

For the first time, a Hutchins team entered, and won

the 2017 Australian Space Design competition held

in Brisbane in January 2018. Teams respond to an
engineering Request for Tender (RFT) and design a
futuristic space settlement. Team members elect to
involve themselves in one of the many elements of
design: planning and structural engineering; operations
and infrastructure; personnel factors; automation; and
business development. 1st place meant the boys had won
the right to compete in the International Space Design
competition in Florida. In July 2018, the team of Koh
Kawaguchi, James Pash, Fabian Natoli, Alexander Titchen,
Fergus Charles (all Year 12) and Alexander Hogan-Jones
(Year 11) travelled to Washington, toured New York and
explored Florida before heading to NASA.

The highlights included a visit to the Smithsonian
National Air and Space Museum where the boys and

Mr Adam Palfreyman were fortunate to have a guided
tour of the Discovery Space Shuttle, SR-71 Blackbird,

a Concorde and the Enola Gay B-29. Learning about

the principles of flight and revising their knowledge of
physics, the boys then focused on the progression of
technology in order to apply this to their space designs.
After a busy and enjoyable three-day stopover in New
York City, the team flew on to Florida and a tour of the
Kennedy Space Center where a variety of rockets and
exciting space probes were on display. Having lunch with
the first Brazilian man in outer space meant the boys
were given an opportunity to question and further their
knowledge of space design. There was also a bit of fun at
Universal Studios and Gator Mini Golf.

Hutchins combined with competitors from other countries,
totaling 64 students in all. Our boys worked in structural
engineering, human factors, finance and costing,
operations and graphics, to design and plan a commercial
settlement on the moon that could house 18,000 people. It
was a tough test in communication, advanced design and
stem thinking but a very rewarding experience with the
boys’ company awarded ‘runners up’.

This year our School Captain,

Fergus Charles, started
important conversations about
gender in the School through
his messages about courage,
kindness and compassion and
through the Prefect team’s work
on the White Ribbon campaign.

The topics cover complex and difficult
terrain, but more senior students are
taking opportunities through their English
courses to explore and critique the range
of ways gender is expressed in texts and
the attitudes towards gender in society.

Gus Chugg (Year 11) appraises journalist,
Lisa Wilkinson’s response on The Project
to the rape and murder of Eurydice Dixon:

| believe the significance of this text is

the reconsideration of the advice that

as a society we consider to be effective

and justified in terms of violence against
women. Wilkinson is trying to highlight
that this advice is not only ineffective on a
macro scale, but it is unjust and disallows
the ability for women to ‘move freely’; and |
agree that this is unfair. However, | believe
her comment “we should be telling our
boys not to rape [girls]” was extremely
controversial and is ironically inappropriate
advice. Alternatively, | believe it would

be more appropriate for Wilkinson to
encourage parents to teach their boys to
respect women.

The stereotypes that are acknowledged
and scrutinised in these texts, are a
strong example of how a preconceived
notion of gender can be damaging within
our society and how bringing these
stereotypes to light can promote a start
for change.

Reuben Nettlefold (Year 11) called for
men and women to collaborate on the
mission to reduce the gender divide. He
argued for including men in the work

of feminism by emphasising “the often
overlooked perspective of men, and their
under-appreciated views on feminism
and the impact that they could have on
society”. In particular, he mentioned the

Senior School (Years 9-12)

#MeToo movement: “If [women] were
able to utilise men in their current
situation, their message may be able to
get through to far more people”.

Fergus and the Prefects have been
successful in their aim to normalise
conversations about mental illness in
the School and this has also extended

to the English classroom. A feminist
perspective enabled Alex Stephens (Year
11) to interrogate the combative culture
at Elisore Castle in the play, Hamlet:

The comparison between female
emotional availability and sensitivity
(fluidity] and male emotional insensitivity
made by Brooker, Widdowson and
Bachelard has led me to question the
medieval practice of trial by combat,

and the role of men, especially Hamlet
and Laertes in Ophelia’s death. Hamlet's
and Laertes’ impulsive decision-making
and subsequent duel resulted in their
eventual demise. By applying a feminist
perspective, | have come to the belief that
Hamlet and Laertes engaged in combat
due to emotional insensitivity, as they did
not know how else to settle their dispute.
As a consequence of this, | believe that
the male culture at Elsinore Castle is
flawed, as the concept of “unmanly grief”
(1.2.94) and men asserting their beliefs
through conflict led to mental affliction

and death respectively.

As a student at a school for boys, |

have been encouraged to consider my
role as a male in facilitating gender
equality in the future, thus justifying my
selection of the feminist interpretation.
I'am also taught at school to act based
on my values. As an advocate of self-
expression, meaningful conversation and
emotional wellbeing, | believe strongly in
the importance of emotional availability,
sensitivity and expression.

Louis Miller’s (Year 10) personification
of Scotland amplifies the destructive
effect of war in his provocative poem in

response to the play, Macbeth:

Your salty earth lays waste to those untrue
Your sweeping plains and sombre skies
have been laid to ruin by people who call you
home
So, unforgiving are your natural lands they
compare to your king’s heart
Your rocky island holds prisoner people who

anoint a warrior king

Scotland, you weep with hail and lightning
though you king does not even shed tears
| feel for you, your green fields and lush forests,
though your loss is not of beauty but of blood
Quarrelsome your lonely survivors are, left to
survive the mud and tears of their ambitions
Your silent moan for truth and honour can be
heard only by a few
Though your soldiers fought off the Irish hordes

2018 has been another busy year for the ICT

staff at The Hutchins School. We have completed
several new initiatives including the roll out of 1:1
iPads in the ELC, and a full Chromebook program
in Years 4, 5 and 6.

In addition to this we have kept up the upgrades to ICT
equipment in the Junior School and Senior School classrooms.
This includes replacing all of our old projectors with large
75inch flat panel screens, wireless connection to the screens
through Vivi units, improving the WiFi across the School, and
installing digital signage.

The Vivi units have been a fantastic resource as teachers and
students can connect to the screens wirelessly from iPad,
Chromebook, Mac, PC or even their smart phones.

We have also improved our online applications by streamlining
the integration of several different systems including, online
payments, the ability to update details electronically, and
single sign on.

Although it remains largely unseen we have made vast
improvements to our internal infrastructure. This includes
creating a new backup server room for redundancy, rebuilding
our internal network, installing a new Firewall, and lifting quota
restrictions for students.

The most important part of our IT infrastructure are the staff
that run it all. Our trainees, Mr William Allen and Mr Kaine
Beveridge have both completed their Certificate Ill and have now
embarked on their Certificate IV. Mr Allen and Mr Beveridge take
care of all the day to day running on the HelpDesk and between
them have closed off over 1,000 HelpDesk jobs for the year. We
put a lot of effort into our customer service from the HelpDesk.

Our network specialist Mr Christopher Elwell has redesigned
our network infrastructure and reconfigured our server
room environment. This will lead to improved stability and
reliability across the network. Mr Elwell is also working
towards his ICT Diploma.

We have also welcomed a new Systems Support Officer, Mr Luke
Dabner. Mr Dabner has experience in a wide range of IT jobs and
has become a valuable member of our team.

Looking forward, in 2019 we will be completing our screen
rollouts and classroom updates, installing a new phone system,
progressing the ongoing data analytics project, and launching a
new integrated app to parents early in the new year.

On the academic front, the Nettlefold Library has been
further developing our graphic novel collection and critically
analysing our print and digital resources in terms of how
well our collection supports the needs of our staff and
students. The Nettlefold Library is also the place to go for
answers to research and academic integrity questions,

with many pre-tertiary students making use of our online
resources for learning to reference correctly.

The Nettlefold Library is here to support the academic and
personal information needs of staff, students and the wider
community. We look forward to developing with the School

and supporting our students as they grow into fine young men.

The Year 9 course is intense - six
periods per week for a term. Year 9
students explore music and further
develop their understanding through
listening, analysing, composing and
performing. Many genres of music are
studied and performed. Students gain
an understanding of the role of music
in society - both historically and in the
contemporary world.

This year the Year 10 Elective Music
Class followed the TASC Level 2 course

- developing a deeper understanding of
the elements of music and the application
of this understanding into performing,

composing, arranging and recording.

The Music 3 TASC course focuses on
music literacy and its application in
aural skills and analysis. Students are
also required to present an externally
assessed performance program. The
Music course embraces a variety of
genres and instruments. For the first
time in many years, Hutchins had two
trombone players present recitals as
well as contemporary vocalists, classical
singers and pianists and a classical
saxophone player. It was a privilege

to welcome our Headmaster, Dr Rob
McEwan into the Music Faculty to teach
this class.

The Hutchins School Orchestra,
Middle and Senior School Speech Night 2018
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Foundation Practical Studies (FCP) is a
course administered and examined by the
University of Tasmania. Whilst there is

a focus on performance or composition,
students are also required to submit a folio
of academic writing - concert critiques,
detailed analyses, and investigations

of composers, instruments and genres

of music. All students in FCP course
present a public recital at the UTAS
Conservatorium of Music Recital Hall,
which as well as being an assessment,

is a day of music of very high standard
presented by talented students. Amongst
this year’s highlights were Nicholas
Kains' (Year 12) costumed rendition of an
aria from Mozart’s Magic Flute, and the
performance of Lachlan Chambers’ (Year
12]) original compositions.

Congratulations to all boys who undertook
study in Elective Music this year and a
huge thank you to the passionate and
knowledgeable teachers in the Music
Faculty who encourage and support our
boys in their musical journey.

As another year comes to an end, we
reflect on the exciting year for senior
students enrolled in Outdoor Education

classes. With 40 students enrolled across
our Outdoor Education and Outdoor

Leadership Courses, this year proved once

again to be a busy but rewarding journey.

Outdoor experiences enable boys to shine
and discover environments different

to the classroom, where the focus on
developing meaningful relationships
with others, the natural environment

and ourselves is at the forefront. These
relationships are bought into question
and strengthened when faced with
adverse conditions, such as wild weather,
or a challenge that places the individual
outside of their comfort zone.

Senior School (Years 9-12)

Year 10 start the Overland Track

Year 10 Outdoor Education students
faced their first challenge of the year
as inclement weather tested the skills
they had learnt throughout previous
years at Hutchins on an overnight
alpine bushwalk to either Mount Anne
or Mount Field. Year 11 and 12 Outdoor
Leadership students packrafted the
Collingwood River, the first section of
Tasmania’s iconic Franklin River.

Students across classes managed to
complete challenging winter walks
through both the Overland Track and
Frenchmans Cap, whilst the ever-
growing popularity of mountain biking
in Tasmania saw us take a large
number of students to ride the trails at
Derby.

Island Challenge

Sitting at 1,617 metres above sea level

in the heart of the Cradle Mountain Lake
St Clair National Park, Mount Ossa is
Tasmania’s highest peak. It towers above
the other peaks of the Pelion Range

and regularly eludes even the keenest
bushwalkers in their attempts to reach
the summit due to extreme weather
conditions and dangerously low levels of
visibility. As scary as it might sound, Ossa
was to be the first piece of the puzzle for
our ‘Coastie Boys’ undertaking Island
Challenge Term 1. The challenge was for
them to summit Ossa and then make it

all the way back to sea level on the coast
near Devonport entirely by human power.
Hiking, mountain biking and pack rafting
were the keys modes of transport, but
along the way the boys would also be
required to make camp, prepare meals and
keep themselves together as an organised
and effective group. Following the Mersey
River Valley, their journey took them
through a variety of different landscapes
and ecosystems that proved to be equally
delightful and challenging. Conquering
this epic adventure saw our boys develop
some key life skills, build self-reliance and
teamwork, as well as learning a lot more
about themselves and this amazing part of
our state. Our gratitude to Mr Mark Oates
and Mr Matt Eaton for designing, planning
and leading this Challenge.

Central Australia Challenge
Our boys gained a great deal from spending
two weeks in Central Australia, working
with school communities, visiting sacred
sites and learning from Indigenous elders.
The key ones the boys reported included;
cultural appreciation, leadership, trust,
organisation, teamwork, motivation,
confidence, friendship, gratitude, respect
and independence.

Tiwi Challenge

Over 13 days we explored the vast
landscape of the Northern Territory,
soaking up all the region had to offer.
Beginning our NT adventure at the
Litchfield Education Camp, we called this
space home while venturing to Florentine
Falls, Buley Rock Hole, Wangi Falls and
the Rum Jungle. Boarding our faithful
mini bus, we headed south on to the
Nitmulik National Park via Edith Falls.
After exploring the Katherine Gorge, it
was onward to Howard Springs where

the boys embraced every opportunity

to engage with the spectacular natural
environment. Melville Island was the next
point of call. The Pirlangimpi community
welcomed us, and our boys invested their
time supporting teachers at the local
primary school and connecting with the
students through spending time with
them in lessons, helping out at the school
sports carnival and playing footy. Our boys
learnt about Tiwi culture through visits to
the local Indigenous cemetery, the arts
centre, and the women’s centre and spent
two amazing days on the water fishing and
hunting crocodiles.

Science

In most cases students are able to extend
work initially done within the classroom
in order to participate in conferences and
tournaments with other students locally,
nationally and internationally. Below is a
summary of achievements:

INTERNATIONAL STUDENT SCIENCE

CONFERENCE - VENICE 2018

Year 10 students Louis Kingston, William
Mather and Riley Stevenson, together with
Science teacher Dr Keith Martin-Smith
attended the 2018 ISSC in Venice, Italy. The
conference was on the theme, ‘One Planet,
Our Home" and the presentations from all the
schools involved addressed many different
aspects of this theme - from designing
‘sponge cities’ to the effects of marine
plastics. The Hutchins students all presented
their research investigations: William Mather
described adaptations of flathead to their
environment, Louis Kingston investigated
how much microplastic was generated

by washing synthetic garments and Riley
Stevenson looked at the impacts of acid rain
on plant growth.

INTERNATIONAL YOUNG PHYSICISTS’
TOURNAMENT - BEIJING 2018

Raiden Lemon (Year 11), the first

Tasmanian student to be a member of the
Australian IYPT team, competed in Beijing
2018. Thirty-two countries were involved in
the tournament. Raiden prepared solutions
to the problems on acoustic levitation
(suspending small objects in ultrasonic
standing waves), the Curie engine (factors
affecting the rotation of a heated nickel
disc in a strong magnetic field), and the
dancing coin (a coin will ‘dance’ when
placed on top of a very cold empty bottle as
it returns to room temperature). Australia
was placed 22nd, just behind Russia but
ahead of the UK, the USA and India. The
standard of presentation was extremely
high and the Australian team can be proud
of how they competed.

AUSTRALIAN CHALLENGE
FOR IYPT 2019

Raiden Lemon, Sudhaunshu Hardikar and
Ewan Sloan (all Year 11) participated in

the team selection challenge in Brisbane
in December. Raiden was selected in the
Australian team, with the competition to be
held in Poland 2019.

JUNIOR YOUNG PHYSICISTS

TOURNAMENT - HOBART 2018

The Hutchins School hosted the 9th JYPT.
Teams from throughout Australia and New
Zealand competed. The Hutchins team of
Ewan Sloan, Ethan Taylor, Ethan Medwin
and Riley Stevenson (all Year 10) performed
extremely well over the tournament. Over
the four days of competition the students
presented and critiqued solutions to
problems ranging from finding the limits
of signals sent via laser light down a water
jet (liquid light guide), calculating the drag
coefficient on a perforated sail, optimising
the performance of an electromagnetic
cannon and getting the biggest soap
bubble from a children’s bubble kit. The
team was well supported in the lead up to
the tournament with experimental work
done on the liquid light guide problem by
members of the STEM10 class (Alexander
Betts, Luka Smillie, Louis Miller and Jonah
Micovic). The Hutchins team achieved
Silver medals after losing to Christ Church
Grammar School in the Final.

DEBATING

The debating roster saw a Hutchins team in each division from

Year 7 through to College, and 31 students participating in the
competition. At the conclusion of six rounds, the Year 12 team of
Koh Kawaguchi, Alexander Hall, Isaac Traill and Harvey Chilcott
were successful in progressing to the semi-finals. After defeating
a strong line-up from The Friends’ School, they won the Grand
Finalin a split decision against Hobart College, regaining the
College Shield for the first time since 2011. Koh Kawaguchi was
selected for the State Team and represented Tasmania at the
National Schools Debating Competition in Perth earlier in the year.

From the Captains of Debating

When we began debating 8 years ago with the topic “That
chocolate is better than ice-cream”, having little clue what we
were doing, neither of us could have imagined that we would
win the College grand final together with two excellent debaters
in Harvey Chilcott and Isaac Traill on the topic: “That we should
establish a publicly accessible register of individuals carrying
infectious diseases”.

But aside from enjoyment and meeting like-minded people,
what is it that you take away from debating? To us, this can be
summarised into three key benefits. Firstly, you gain confidence
as a speaker, being able to speak effectively in a variety of
contexts. Secondly, you are able to discuss complex issues and
consider them from different views. Thirdly, because debating
sometimes requires you to argue against your beliefs, it is a
method of understanding other people’s perspectives and being

able to refine your own views.
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The benefits of debating are best felt,
however, when students are involved
beyond just the schools’ debating
competition. 2018 was a year where many
students were involved in events, which
was excellent. UN Youth has a variety

These exceptional results are a testament to the
boys’ efforts and discipline to academic studies
throughout the year. For some boys, their
commitment to academic study placed them
amongst the very highest achieving students

in Tasmania, while for many others, their hard
work culminated in achievements beyond their
own expectations.

In summary, nine boys placed in the top 100
students in Tasmania. Seven boys achieved an
ATAR above 99 with 24 boys from Hutchins listed
31 times for achieving the highest possible score
in a pre-tertiary subject. Significantly, our median
ATAR of 89.75 was up by 4.05 which is the highest
median ATAR score in the School’s history.

Importantly, the Vocational Education and Training
(VET) program continues to grow providing tailored
educational pathways for boys. In 2018, we expanded
the VET course offering to include VET qualifications
in Electro-technology, Cooking, Hospitality, Tourism,
Construction, Plumbing, Fitness, Engineering and
Flooring Technology.

This summary of results is the culmination of at
least 12 years of education, and a remarkable year
of of academic achievement, and is to be celebrated
by the whole school community.
