Mrs Elizabeth Hope and Mr 
Peter Shelley have both served a five-year term and have retired, and I would like to thank them publicly for their fine 
contribution to the school at Board level.

During the year we welcomed two new Board members – Dr Vishy Karri, who is 
Associate Professor of Engineering at the University of Tasmania, and Mrs Megan Ayliffe, 
a practising lawyer.

Mr Harvey Gibson has continued as Head of the Board’s Finance Committee, ably 
supported by Mr Scott Harvey. Mr Nick Heath, chair of our Planning & Development 
Committee, together with Mr Ian Johnston, whose engineering assistance to the school 
continues to be invaluable, have been kept busy with a number of projects. Mrs Pam 
Windsor, Professor Karri and Mrs Megan Ayliffe have been of great assistance to me on 
the Board’s Strategic Planning Committee.

Staff leadership & vision
I would specifically like to thank our Principal, Mr Bill Toppin, for his strong leadership and management of the school.  
The relationship between the Principal and the school’s Board is pivotal to overall success, and I thank Bill for his 
foresight and focussed attention on many issues.

Many of you would have seen the Principal’s recent consultative approach to update and clarify the school’s Vision, 
Mission and Aims.  It is not the school’s intention to regularly revisit these, but I believe this exercise has certainly 
resulted in defining our goals in a clear and simpler way. I particularly like the way our Latin motto has been interpreted 
for our younger students as “What you do matters”  — the difference between successfully achieving or completing 
something versus just letting things happen.

Our staff remain our most important asset, and we are fortunate to retain such a high quality teaching force.  I would 
like to thank Mrs Jenny Manthey, Mr Ian McQueen and Mr Chris Rae for their leadership of the Junior, Middle and 
Senior Schools.  And to all staff, thank you for your dedicated teaching, and guidance of all our students.

Enrolments & Finances
From a financial point of view, this year has been another successful year for Hutchins 
— we have again exceeded our forecast student numbers ending the year with total 
student enrolments of 1,026.

I would like to recognise the efforts of Deputy Principal, Mr Barrie Irons, our Bursar, 
Mr Lewis Prince and Director of Development, Mr Chris Hall, whose extra efforts have 
significantly assisted enrolments and consequently our financial position.

The Board has continued to allocate significant funds to support the upgrading of our 
buildings and facilities.  The Junior School modifications have now been completed 
and we have already commenced work on the major task of upgrading the Senior 
School.  This work has been broken down into a number of projects, which will be 
completed during 2005 and 2006.

Farewell!
Overall, 2004 year has been another successful year in the school’s history.  

I am now stepping down as Chairman and retiring as a Member of the Board of Management, as I have recently 
commenced work in Melbourne as a General Manager at Timbercorp Limited.

I have thoroughly enjoyed my time on the Board at Hutchins and wish the Board and the school all the very best for 
the future.  I will certainly remain in touch and follow the school with interest.

Mr Nick Heath will be assuming the role of Chairman and I am pleased to advise that Mr Lance Balcombe has accepted 
an invitation to join the Board.

From the Principal
Building here…
The rebuilding and renovations of Junior School are now complete and the old Junior School is scarcely recognizable. 
The occupation of the old Music School by the Junior School has given the Junior School its own self-contained area. It 
is a warm, welcoming place and the buildings complement a wonderful set of teachers.  Major renovations on the “other 
side” of Nelson Road are now complete (although the dream of a new drama studio is not forgotten).   

…and building there
We have turned our attention to Senior School, and that work is well in hand. The first floor is undergoing major 
modifications which will finally join together the different parts of this school. There are a number of different projects 
in the Senior School and it is expected work will take two to three years.

Looking out…
As part of our desire to look outwards from Hutchins and from Tasmania, the exchange 
program has developed well and there are many boys seeking a placement. Our 
exchanges in India, Canada, Singapore, Thailand and USA provide different experiences 
for different boys. We are yet to secure a French speaking school.

…and looking in
Closer to home, we have enjoyed our best sporting season that I can remember. This 
follows an outstanding academic year from the leavers of 2003 which will be a hard act 
to follow.  Importantly, I believe the boys have won and lost with good grace – it still 
remains a challenge to convince our opposition supporters that Hutchins likes to win 
but, most importantly, prefers playing the game.

Curriculum change continues apace. In the Junior School the Primary Years Program 
(PYP) from the International Baccalaureate is being introduced in 2005. The Essential 
Learnings being introduced into the State Education System will impact on Hutchins 
curriculum (Years 7 to 10) especially as discussion is underway regarding its introduction 
into Years 11 and 12.  

The outlook…
Finally, our short-term financial future appears brighter following the re-election of 
the Federal Coalition and its guarantee of realistic funding. This, together with solid 
enrolment growth, makes us well placed to begin 2005.

It is anticipated that the 
current Articles of Association will be re-written and that 
a new Constitution will be presented to the Board for 
consideration at the Annual General Meeting in 2005.

International Marketing
New markets for recruitment were explored in India and 
Vietnam. The school has had a long association with IDP 
Education Australia and while 2004 saw several students 
recommended to it by this organisation, membership will 
not be renewed in 2005 as the return for expenditure is not 
satisfactory. On the other hand, Hutchins is working more 
closely with AEI (Australian Education International) and 
attended special exhibitions organised by them in several 
countries. The school also maintained close links with 
established, as well as new, education counselling firms in 
selected cities overseas.

The marketing potential of our association with several 
international schools has continued to grow. Students 
have been referred to Hutchins by The Chinese High 
School (Singapore) and The Regent’s School (Bangkok). 
The Principal has been invited to attend the opening 
of the Junior High section of Ladprao Bilingual School 
(Bangkok) and continues to act as educational advisor 
to four Indonesian schools — each of which will refer 
students to Hutchins (and Collegiate) when the boys and 
girls reach Year 7 level.

Student Exchanges
The exchange program has grown well, with new 
exchanges established at The Doon School and Mayo 
College (India), The Crescent School (Canada) and 
Nasional High Junior School (Indonesia). In 2005 
Hutchins boys will be going on exchange to a total of 
six schools in five different countries. The school will 
welcome exchange students from those countries and 
additional groups from Bangkok on paid study tours.

A steady number of boys comes from Germany, adding 
significantly to the culture of Burbury House and of the 
day school.

Local Marketing
In Australia the marketing drive has included participation 
at the Sydney Schools Expo, two education/lifestyle 
expos at Wrest Point and at AgFest. Principal’s Seminars, 
information evenings held on the East Coast and the new 
Terrific Toddlers’ Expo at Hutchins were other highlights 
of the year and complemented Open Day, the School Fair 
and the jazz and drama productions to which staff and 
students from near-by schools were invited guests.

Old Boys
Reunion events were organised for Old Boys in Sydney, 
the Gold Coast, Adelaide, Melbourne, Canberra and 
Perth. Attendance at each was lower than we would 
have anticipated. The three local Old Boys’ lunches were 
well attended and the special Old Boys/Year 12 Leavers’ 
luncheon was held in Burbury House towards the end 
of Term 3.

Other events
The Development Office organises or coordinates many 
events through the year. These events include the New 
Parents’ Dinner, the School Fair, several Grandparents’ 
Days and the publishing of Magenta and Black.

In the archives, new displays around the school and special 
research projects are the domain of Mr John Ancher.

Staffing
Pam Daly retired after almost fifty years of loyal service.
A farewell morning tea was held for her and the school 
officially bade her farewell at Speech Night. 

Replacing Mrs Daly is Mrs Emma Griffiths – another 
long-serving and loyal member of staff.  Mrs Griffiths 
retains her duties as Enrolments Secretary but 
complements them with other duties in the Foundation 
and Development Office. Mrs Young has also left and has 
been replaced by Mrs Pamela Enniss. Mr Tony Smithies, 
Mr Don Camm and Mr John Ancher continue to provide 
excellent service to the school.

I was impressed with their 
preparedness to put themselves through this to help 
others (and to get to the free roll and milkshake at 
the end!). The Blood Bank became a pleasant inn 
in 2004.

So too did Southport. Mrs Headlam and I took 11 boys from Year 8 to Southport for a  “Seekers’ Weekend”.  We had four 
formal sessions, ranging from “Why do bad things happen to good people?” and “Who am I becoming” to “Unmasking 
the Da Vinci Code”, and we spent lots of time together eating, reflecting, having fun and enjoying the beach and the sun. 
We hope to host more such weekends next year.

The Chapel of St Thomas became a pleasant inn at times in 2004, but not because of its altar wine! Here was where we 
installed the Miraculous Catch windows in memory of Michael Goodram. This project was worth celebrating! Here on 
Tuesday mornings a small but loyal group of boys (usually from the Junior School) and staff gathered for communion. 
It was great to have parents come, too! Baptisms and confirmations were among the high points of Chapel life in 
2004; as were those moments during services when the listening was intense, the singing passionate, and the times of 
silence reverent and expectant. These experiences may not be the norm for all students (or staff! or the Chaplain!) at 
all services, and there may be long days “between drinks” as it were, but when these special moments occur they are 
all the more memorable.

Included in my list of things that have made the journey brighter are some one-off moments: the young seeker who 
said, “I want to believe”; the leaver who asked to be baptised; the student who came for a blessing before the exams. And 
speaking of exams, there was the Year 10 science exam where Mrs Williams and I caused havoc by putting the main 
clock right, not having been told until much later that it had been set back 10 minutes for a REASON! 

Best wishes to fellow travellers
We do not travel alone, or without hope and promise. Take courage and strength from those high moments when God 
refreshes you in pleasant inns. Do check your inner alignment from time to time, avoid pot-holes, and NEVER let your 
partner talk alone to the tyre-man if your wheels are out of  whack!

The Design
Fish swimming from the back of the Chapel to the front, with their colours becoming increasingly bright and vibrant as 
they come closer to the Sanctuary. The fish represent Christians on a journey into the presence of God — a pilgrimage 
undertaken with others. There is no compulsion to go on this journey, and one fish swims the other way. 

When Jesus first called his disciples on the beach, 
in the Gospel of Luke, and when he was with his 
disciples at the beach after his resurrection, there 
were miraculous catches of fish. 

The Work
Sessions were all after school hours, usually on two afternoons a week, in the old Prefects’ room. The process involved 
numbering and cutting the patterns; numbering, cutting and grinding the sheets of glass, one colour at a time, and 
putting the pieces for each window on the appropriate shelf. That work lasted for two terms. The third term and 
holidays were devoted to leading up the windows, soldering, puttying and polishing.

Being inside the Chapel surrounded by 
these fish is like being part of Jesus’ 
miraculous catch.

Centre for Excellence
Students who have not yet achieved appropriate levels of 
competence have been provided with intensive support 
and resources. In 2004, Mrs Wendy Sakul and Mrs 
Penny Brown have been responsible for the Centre’s 
ELC and Junior School support program. Moreover, the 
Centre has provided regular and rigorous opportunities 
for the extension of gifted students in the ELC and Junior 
School. 

Pre-writing visual perception
Federal funding has allowed the centre to continue to 
expand the nature of its service delivery. This year, Wendy 
has run a Visual Perceptual Motor Program in the ELC. 
This program is aimed at improving the learning outcomes 
of “at risk” students by targeting pre-writing skills through 
exercises and games. Federal funds have also provided the 
opportunity to afford additional teacher time to improve 
the literacy skills of boys in Years 6 and 7.

Literacy Lifeboats
Mr Ken Kingston has continued his Middle School 
focus. Centre electives such as Literacy Lifeboat and 
Independent Learning have provided opportunities for 
Year 8 boys to improve both their literacy and study 
skills. 

Study Support
Senior School boys are able to seek additional support 
in their learning through the Centre for Study Support 
elective offered in Years 9 and 10. Centre for Study Support 
provides opportunities for teaching and learning to be 
personalized to meet the needs of individual students. 

Students are encouraged to reflect on their thinking and 
to have a constructive understanding of their learning.

We have been very fortunate to have the support of Mrs 
Amanda Thomson and Mrs Alex Hagan. Amanda and 
Alex have worked as teacher assistants with several of 
our students. Their dedication and professionalism have 
been greatly appreciated and their superior skills have 
made significant contributions to the learning outcomes 
of the boys.

Professional development
In 2004, the Centre for Excellence has continued to provide 
professional development for the school community. 
In May, Professor Francois Gagne presented his model 
of differentiation for gifted and talented students to all 
staff. In June, the Centre hosted an evening for Autism 
Tasmania, focusing on Asperger’s Syndrome. In July, Mrs 
Jo Cook instructed a group of Directors of Education 
from Thailand in Future Problem Solving. Future 
Problem Solving provides for a challenging program that 
utilizes higher order thinking skills within a collaborative 
framework.

Structures for caring
Our structures for caring ensure that the Centre for 
Excellence provides an extremely supportive learning 
environment for both students and staff. We look forward 
to expanding these further in 2005.

In the last two weeks of Term 2, Ms Schafferius and Year 
9/10 boys Ben Lawless, William Hewer, Cyton Tong, Sam 
Thompson, Leighton Beer and John McQuillan embarked 
on an exchange to The Chinese High School in Singapore.

Chinese High has about 1600 students who assemble every 
morning at 7.20am to attend flag raising. This consists of 
singing the National anthem and pledging their allegiance 
to their country while watching their national flag being 
raised. We had to be in our classrooms for lessons to begin 
at 8.00 am. We attended the classes on Building Wealth, 
Sport and Film Studies.  

School finished around 1.30 pm and then all the students 
attend afternoon sports. We saw judo, table tennis, wushu 
drumming, sword fighting and army cadets all in action. We 
also attended Chinese painting lessons and seal carving.   

While in Singapore, many activities were organized for 
us. We spent an afternoon at the Changi and Kranji War 
Memorials. We also visited the Singapore Zoo and Night 
Safari where we were able to see nocturnal animals such 
as lions, bats and boars in their own environment, all in 
the darkness of night. We went to the Asian Civilizations 

Museum and the Chinatown Heritage centre, each giving 
us a better understanding of Asian history and culture.

We spent a day competing in The Amazing Race, in which 
we were given tasks to do — for example, go to a particular 
supermarket in Singapore and buy exactly 77g of nuts. 
Racing around Singapore on public transport and taxis 
certainly turned a few heads. Although running through 
streets in 35-degree heat tired us all out, we had great fun.

One of our weekends was spent at a billet’s house. Most 
people in Singapore live in small apartments, so for us it 
was a big change to squeeze in such a small place with a 
whole family. We went on outings with our families and 
ate home-cooked meals. We were also surprised to see that 
many families have maids, who were up before we were, 
and who went to bed after we were asleep.

For many of us, this was the first time overseas and opened 
up our eyes to the world, enabling us to grasp a whole new 
culture we wouldn’t have known about. We came home 
with memories and friendships that will last a life time.

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Christ College: 
Anglican Dream, Hutchins Nightmare
The fates of The Hutchins School and Christ College have always been inextricably linked. Launceston Grammar is the third partner in a 
triumvirate that realized the earliest Anglican vision for education in Tasmania.  

The ebb and flow of this partnership makes fascinating reading. Aims were initially worthy, later prompted by survival instincts, political intrigue 
and small-mindedness.  Eventually a workable solution was contrived, in 1926. The Christ College Trust remains in operation to this day. The 
following article attempts to summarise a very difficult progression. Note that the original name—“Christ’s College”—was shortened to “Christ 
College” in 1926.

The Earliest Days
During the 1820s there were those in Hobart Town, 
when the colony was in the very early days of settlement, 
calling for the establishment of a ‘superior school’ or 
college that would equip the sons of well-connected 
free settlers for a university education. Governor 
Arthur attempted to found a collegiate institution in 
the north in 1826. He followed by seeking to set up 
a King’s School in New Norfolk (1828) then later in 
Hobart Town (1833).

Governor Franklin succeeded Arthur and in 1838 he 
wrote to his old friend the legendary Dr Arnold of 
Rugby School in England for guidance in the setting up 
of a college in Van Diemen’s Land. Franklin requested 
that the colonial college should be based on the Eton 
or Rugby model, allowing the sons of the gentry 
to receive a liberal education beyond the normal 
schooling available to all.

Dr Arnold responded enthusiastically to the concept 
of this higher form of Christian learning and selected 
the 23-year-old Cambridge man—John Philip Gell—
to be the College’s founding Head.  Gell chose the 
name Christ’s College, a choice of which Dr Arnold 
approved, believing that the name ‘seems of itself to 
hallow Van Diemen’s Land’.

Under Franklin’s insistence, the site chosen for this 
initial realization of Christ’s College was at New Norfolk 
on a small government-owned farm of 83 acres. The 
foundation stone was laid on 6 November 1840. Six 

days later it was stolen. Opposition to the project by 
the powerbrokers of the colony was considerable.
 
By 1843, when Governor Franklin was recalled, work 
had still not commenced on building Christ’s College 
at New Norfolk.
 
The Anglican Bishop of Tasmania in 1844 was Bishop 
Nixon, a strong supporter of Christ’s College. That 
year Nixon sent his Archdeacon back to England on 
a fund-raising campaign for the establishment of a 
Christian college in Van Diemen’s Land, repository of 
the Mother Country’s convicts. Considerable monies 
were raised by Archdeacon Marriott in England, 
boosting contributions from benefactors in the colony. 
The total of subscriptions received by August 1846 
was 12,900 pounds, sufficient funds to build a noble 
institution in the country.
 

Realization of the Dream
In 1847, Christ’s College had become a built reality 
in Bishopsbourne, a remote rural location 100 miles 
from Hobart close to the township of Longford. It 
was situated on 3,200 acres of good land which was 
fenced and cleared. The College library had over 3,000 
books. Potential pupils were offered nine endowed 
scholarships of 20-30 pounds per annum. Three 
Divinity fellowships were occupied by candidates 
for Holy Orders. The Warden was the Rev Gell. The 
Sub-Warden was also ordained. Seven students were 
enrolled in the College course in 1847, and 20 boys were 
in residence undergoing preparation for enrolment.

 By 1856 Christ’s College was bankrupt. It was closed 
down by Bishop Nixon and its assets were handed 
over to a Board of Trustees. The Rev Gell had returned 
to England in 1848 to marry Governor Franklin’s 
daughter.
 
At this point it is necessary to take a step backwards 
to see where Hutchins and Launceston Grammar fit 
into the Anglican vision for colonial education in Van 
Diemen’s Land. The overall concept was ambitious: to 
give Anglican boys in the colony a complete Christian 
education, from infancy through to university, by its 
associated grammar schools Hutchins and Launceston 
Grammar. Christ’s College offered a specialised 
education in Divinity for those boys wishing to pursue 
a career in the Church and, as well, was able to 
polish the learning of boys from the grammar schools 
progressing on to university beyond the colony. It 
was in accordance with this broad plan that both 
Hutchins School and Launceston Church Grammar 
School were established within six months of one 
another in 1846. They were the popular extensions of 
an Anglican institution committed to higher learning 
and refinement — Christ’s College.
 
Christ’s College was well endowed. It had been gifted 
land on the Ancanthe Estate just outside Hobart and 
even had a few acres in the vicinity of Athens as its 
classical link. The Anglican Church always regarded 
Hutchins and Launceston Grammar as the College’s 
satellites and a ‘necessary evil’ (‘an Anglican marketing 
strategy’ in today’s terms) yet they survived and 
flourished while Christ’s College lurched from crisis to 
crisis only existing as a grand idea for most of its early 
period. The debt from the disastrous Bishopsbourne 
venture was not wiped until 1872. During this time the 
two successful schools were denied funds at a juncture 
when they were both in most need of consolidating 
their assets. The financial imperatives of Christ’s 
College were always given priority over those of the 
schools because Christ’s College was the embodiment 
of the Anglican vision for colonial education.
 
In 1873, the Christ’s College Bill was presented to 
Parliament. Debate raged as to whether Hutchins 
should be absorbed by the College, affiliate with it, or 
whether Hutchins be allowed to continue at all, as one 
of the College’s feeder schools.
 
Over the next twenty years further attempts were made 
to kick-start and relaunch Christ’s College as a viable 
institution. An 1879 initiative folded four years later 
with the Headmaster of Hutchins, Rev J V Buckland, 
complaining to the Bishop that Christ’s College was 
not fulfilling its initial purpose as a purveyor of higher 
learning and that it was operating as a school in direct 
competition with Hutchins. In 1885, an amalgamation 
with another private school saw the fortunes of the 
College fluctuate wildly over a brief six year period 
until its closure in 1891.

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A continuing threat
In 1905, Bishop Mercer, no friend of Hutchins, recommended 
to Christ’s College Council that Hutchins be sold and that new 
buildings be built outside Hobart from the profits of the sale. His 
purpose was to throw all Anglican eggs from the south of 
Tasmania into the Christ’s College basket. The Council rejected 
his proposal.
 
In 1909, an Equity Case was heard in the Supreme Court of 
Hobart to determine how the accumulated Christ’s College 
funds of about 20,000 pounds should be spent. Following robust 
argument, the Court’s verdict was that Christ’s College should be 
established according to the intentions of the original founders 
whilst at the same time affording ‘real assistance to the affiliated 
grammar schools’.  This “two-bob-each-way” decision hardly 
resolved the issue.
 
In 1911, the Christ’s College Council commissioned a report 
to investigate the reopening and organising of the College. The 
report recommended the opening of Christ’s College in affiliation 
with the two schools whilst at the same time operating a parallel 
teaching program to the University of Tasmania, founded in 
1889. College staff, the report went on to assert, would need to 
be of the highest quality providing teaching for those undertaking 
higher education, coaching for weak university students and 
tuition for private and theological students. College staff would 
be shared with Hutchins.
 

Affiliation
In early 1912, an Act of Parliament was passed authorizing 
the Trustees of Hutchins to sell or lease land at the Macquarie 
Street premises of the school (adjacent to Barrack Street and 
known as ‘the Orchard’) to the Trustees of Christ’s College. In 
December 1912, L H Linden was appointed Warden of Christ’s 
College and Headmaster of Hutchins. There was no notion 
of amalgamation. Both School and College would co-exist as 
separate institutions with mutual co-operation.
 
Christ’s College in its 1912 version was set up as a University of 
Tasmania hostel offering higher education to Hutchins boys and 
others wishing to avail themselves of the opportunity. The school 
was handed over to a Board of Management half of whom were 
Old Boys. The College Council undertook the erection of new 
classrooms and laboratories as an extension of the Hutchins 
School premises, on the Barrack Street side.
 
In 1914, the new building work was complete. As operational 
arrangements following affiliation took shape, it became apparent 
that ‘the mutual co-existence’ status of the two institutions was 
inevitably confused. Christ’s College enrollees played in Hutchins 

teams and exercised authority as tutors in the school. The two 
bodies were effectively merging clumsily into one.
 
In December 1926, the Headmaster of Hutchins, C C Thorold, 
announced at Speech Night that a new formal arrangement 
linking Christ’s College and the two Anglican Church schools 
existed. He was referring to the Christ College Act. The financial 
support offered to Hutchins since the affiliation—a stream 
of remuneration that had assured the school’s prosperity 
during the war years—would be terminated. In prompting this 
development, the Christ’s College Council recognized that as a 
consequence of its close links with Hutchins, both physical and 
academic, Christ’s College had ceased to exist as an effective 
entity since 1914.
 

Christ College Trust
Under the Christ College Act of 1926, all property formerly vested 
in the Trustees of Christ College, in the Trustees of The Hutchins 
School, in the Trustees of The Launceston Church of England 
Grammar School, and the Trustees of the property known as 
the Ancanthe Estate, and Franklin Endowment, became vested 
in the Christ College Trust, subject to all mortgages, leases 
and other contracts lawfully made in respect thereof.  The 
Christ College Trust is a corporate body comprising the Board 
of Christ’s College and the boards of the two schools.  The 
corporate body has perpetual succession and a common seal, 
and full power and authority to hold land and other property.  
 
The Christ College Act, still binding to this day, provides 
a constitution for the Christ College Trust. Annual income 
generated by the Trust is divided into equal shares of 30%, money 
passing on to the three boards. The remaining 10% is retained 
to reinstate capital at the discretion of the Trustees of Christ 
College Trust.
 
Going back to 1926, Christ’s College as a close affiliate of 
Hutchins, in its premises adjoining the Hutchins School in 
Macquarie Street, was closed down, so frequently its fate over 
the 84 years of a faltering existence. It reopened in 1929, in rented 
premises as a residential college for University students and the 
theological college for the Diocese. In 1937 it moved into the old 
Trinity Rectory, sure of its pastoral and educational roles and 
consolidating its position as a vital arm of the Anglican Church 
in Tasmania. The present Christ College is a distinguished 
establishment, designed by the notable architect Dirk Bolt and 
built in the late 1950s in the grounds of the University at Sandy 
Bay.

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Junior School & Early Learning Centre “Doorways”
“Doorways” has been one of the themes in the Early 
Learning Centre and Junior School this year: the boys 
are aware of the doorways of opportunity that are 
available here at Hutchins. They are all encouraged ‘to 
have a go’ and do their best, safe in the knowledge that 
they will receive support and guidance.

However, we also want to teach the boys to be resilient 
and to cope with obstacles and change so that if at first 
the door appears closed, with persistence and creativity 
a way through will be found. The boys know that they 
are accountable and that their choices and actions also 
determine which doors will open.

…not bricks and mortar
This year is the “International Year of the Building”, 
which seems particularly appropriate for the Early 
Learning Centre and Junior School as there has been 
an extensive building program. We have the near-
new Early Learning Centre, the new Music Block 
and now a refurbished Junior School building with 
new classrooms, library, staffroom and Centre for 
Excellence. While it is not bricks and mortar which 
makes a school, it certainly makes for a more aesthetic 
and efficient workplace that the staff and students take 
great pride in.

Musically, the boys have returned from Eisteddfods 
with prizes and awards receiving a number of first 
places for individual and choir events. Physically the 
boys have also performed well achieving fine results 
in the independent school swimming carnival and 
athletics carnival – not to forget the Learn to Swim 
Program and the various House-based competitions.

Add to these stimulating class programs, camps, 
excursions, community projects, the Mainland 
Trip, clubs, Poetry and Prose, Wakakirri and other 
performances and it becomes clear that the boys have 
had a most successful and productive year in and out 
of the classroom.

The struggle behind doors…
However, alongside these exciting achievements there 
have also been the quieter individual achievements 
that are just as significant. Parents and teachers are well 
aware of the struggle behind certain doors for some 
children. It is always immensely heartening to see a 
child tenaciously tackle and conquer his own personal 
challenges — such as overcoming a learning difficulty, 
or in discovering how to successfully relate to others.

Our teachers are constantly searching for ways to offer 
the best in education. To that end we have spent a lot 
of time reflecting on what the hallmarks of quality 
teaching are and have continued to work on our new 
Peer mentoring and Professional Development System. 
Most of the staff have now been though the process 
and have gained considerably. 

We have also reviewed and updated our Mathematics 
and Health curriculum. Our recently-developed 
behaviour policy which is based on reformative justice 
is aligned with the best in current practice and is now 
used as a model for some other schools in Tasmania. 

Success relies on staff…
We know through the research available that the 
success of any school rests not with the facilities or 
buildings but with the staff. Hutchins has exceptionally 
high calibre staff who have been recognized by the 
wider community. Mrs Trish Knight was chosen as 
part of an international team to accredit a school in 
Melbourne and Mr Dean Docking received a medal 
at the Tasmanian Quality Teaching Awards presented 
by the Australian College of Education. We farewell 
Sophie Edwards who is a passionate, committed 
teacher who has contributed much to the Junior School 
and made a tremendous commitment to the students’ 
rowing program. We wish her all the very best for her 
upcoming adventures overseas.

There is an old Indian fable that reminds us of the 
importance of the ‘whole child’. In a village there lived 
seven blind men who each go out through their hut 
door to feel the ‘strange something’. The first one says 
“It’s a pillar”; the second one said “it’s a snake”; the next 
a “spear”, then a “great cliff ’; then a “fan”; and finally 
a “rope”. The last blind man felt the whole “strange 
something” back and forth, top to bottom and all 
around. He returned and exclaimed, “It’s an elephant!” 
as indeed it was. 

Above all it is for the student that we are all here. It is 
up to us as a school community to not only open doors 
to learning but to take the time to perceive the whole 
child in his uniqueness and to nurture all facets of his 
development.

Junior School Music

One hundred and fifty boys represented 
the school in both the Hobart and 
Clarence Eisteddfods.  

The ELC Choir was awarded first place 
in both Eisteddfods and also won the 
Perpetual Shield. The Year 3/4 Choir 
followed their Hobart success with a 
wonderful achievement in the Clarence 

Eisteddfod – being awarded first place 
from a field of fourteen schools.

Many boys were also successful in 
gaining Award and Merit certificates 
for Solo Performances of piano, vocal, 
verse speaking, prepared reading and 
instrumental. They all performed 
admirably and were a credit to 
themselves and the school.

Combined Schools’ Concert
The Year 5/6 Choir was involved in an 
exciting musical venture with Pittwater 
House Junior School from Sydney. 
Together with Friends and Collegiate 
Choirs, the boys were involved with a 
series of workshops where their vocal 
skills were further developed and new 
songs were learned. The culmination of 
these workshops resulted in a concert 
performance by the combined schools 
with over 100 voices.

Teddy Bears’ Picnic
All Year 3 and 4 boys participated in 
the “Teddy Bears’ Picnic” at the Royal 
Botanical Gardens. The event was 
organised by the Tasmanian Playgroup 
Association. The boys were invited to 
present two brackets of songs which 
were very well received by an audience 

of nearly 1,000 – both young and old. 
Of course the entertainment would not 
have been complete without the singing 
of “The Teddy Bears’ Picnic”.

In early November 80 boys, who learn 
music through private tuition, had the 
opportunity to perform at the annual 
Soirees. A wide range of instruments 
were heard including piano, violin, cello, 
guitar, saxophone, trombone, drums 
and voice.

Our boys were also very busy 
entertaining the “old folk” at St Peter’s 
Church in Sandy Bay. Over the course of 
the year, three concerts were presented. 
The variety programs were very 
well received by a most appreciative 
audience.

Together with the girls from Collegiate, 
the ELC boys led the carol singing at a 
most successful Family Carol Evening in 
the grounds of the ELC.  The highlight 
of the evening was the visit by Father 
Christmas. 

Presentation Night
The climax for the year was the Junior 
School Presentation Night, where 
boys from Year 1 to Year 6 presented a 
smorgasbord of entertainment.

Items included a stirring rendition 
of Mambo No. 5, by the Year 6 Band, 
the ELC presentation of Hutchins 
Inc, the String Orchestra, Year 3 and 
Year 4 Violin players, Year 4 Drama 
presentation, the Treble Singers, Year

of 240 voices.

Perhaps one of the greatest 
turn-arounds for the year 
was seen in the First XVIII 

Australian Rules football final against 
St Patrick’s College. Down 42 points 
at half time and forsaken by some of 
its supporters at that time because 
of the “hopeless” position, the team 
rallied, focused and won a thrilling 
comeback. 
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Term 3 saw outstanding performances at both 
the southern and state athletics. Ryan Foster 
went from strength to strength in the 800 and 
1500 metre events. His breaking of a 33 year old 
record at the SSATIS carnival in Hobart, followed 
by the breaking of a 23 year old record in the 
same event at the SATIS carnival in Launceston 
the following week, were memorable moments. 

Tristan Thomas ran 400 metres in 47.21 seconds 
at Launceston. This placed him among the best 
for his age in Australia. He has won a scholarship 
to the AIS for 2005. A new sport, cycling, 
under the guidance of Mr Michael Thorne, was 
introduced in 2004.

Academics focus
Term 3 saw students focus on academics. For the 
first time, at least in recent years, examinations 
were held at the same time for all year groups 
in Years 9-12. Following the examinations, Year 
9s had camps and a special program outside the 
normal academic timetable. This change to the 
calendar made a smooth finish to the year across 
the senior school. The Year 12s showed the way 
by maintaining a sense of proportion leading up 
to the Awards Assembly, the last formal function 
before tutorial week and examinations. 

Year 12s responded well to the idea of “Finding 
a Common Interest”: a management approach 
by Dick Dusseldorp, the founder of Lend Lease.  
Mr Dusseldorp believed it was in everybody’s 
interest to be fair to all stakeholders in industrial 
relations. Consequently, he was able to complete 
his construction projects on time, profitably, with 
fair distribution of profits to all the stakeholders. 

Year 12s took up the idea that it was in everyone’s 
interest to finish the academic year with strong 
relationships between staff and students in place, 
while enjoying a time of celebration for the 
end of the Year 12s’ secondary schooling. The 
cooperation of the Year 12s in this regard was 
greatly appreciated.

2004 promises to be one of our best years in 
academic achievement. It will be interesting to 
see the final TCE results, with a number of 
students well placed to score the 100 TCE points 
for their best 5 subjects over Years 11 and 12. 
Ronan Fenton, Joshua Phillips and Shavindra 
Wirasinha finished their internal assessments 
with 40 A assessments in their 4 pre-tertiary 
subjects in Year 12. 

Two of our Year 10 students demonstrated 
the high level of achievement seen this year. 
Jet Holloway and Christopher Neugebauer 
travelled to Chennai, India, on 17 November to 
compete in the International Schools Software 
Competition, which required them to solve four 
programming and mathematical problems over a 
two-hour period. They performed most credibly, 
achieving 4th position. This opportunity came 
from their high placement in the Australian 
Computer Programming Competition in August 

when the problems consisted of pattern solving, 
deciphering coded messages, combinations and 
large logarithmic equations. Among Jet’s many 
awards this year was the medal he received 
in November at the Grand Chancellor in the 
Westpac Awards for the Australian Mathematics 
Competition. He was the only Tasmanian to 
receive such an award in 2004. This award is 
particularly significant for the Holloway family 
as Jet’s father Damien won a medal in the same 
competition in 1979. Furthermore, Mr Holloway’s 
twin brother, Daniel, won a medal in 1978!

Vibrant Centre for Learning

In Term 3 the refurbishment of Senior School 
began. Starting in the Science prep room, 
walls disappeared, new storage and work areas 
materialised, all walls and doors painted in the 
bright yellow, blue, orange and red colours we 
have come to expect in the refurbished mini 
schools. We look forward to the ongoing work 
over the coming months as the tired fabric 
of Senior School matches the Early Learning 
Centre, Junior School, Centre for Excellence, 
Music Centre and Middle School as bright, 
vibrant centres for learning.

Finally I would like to thank staff and students 
for their support and cooperation in Term 3, 
making this a special time for me in my years at 
Hutchins.

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English as a Second Language (ESL)
This year has seen a few changes in the Global Classroom: 
we have a new syllabus; we have had short term enrolments 
of junior boys from Thailand; and our staff has grown to 
include eight ESL-trained tutors, plus an Aide who works 
with a number of boys, supporting them in the classroom.  

Worldly experience
ESL learning is not confined to being in a classroom. Many 
of the learning experiences have taken place outside, in 
the Greater Hobart area, taking advantage of the many 
activities put on by various groups. For example we have 
participated in the: 

• South Hobart Sculpture Walk 
• Hobart City Council’s Harmony Day
• bushwalking around Lake Dobson at National Park
• various art exhibitions at CAST Gallery, the Long 

Gallery and the Sidewalk Gallery.

Pre-tertiary engagement
Two of the criteria for the pre-tertiary students is to 
plan activities and to work constructively with others. 
As a result, the students are paired up to organise whole 
class or whole ESL experiences designed to engage the 
International students in what Hobart/Tasmania has to 
offer. These have been most successful and the feedback 
from the other students has been terrific. One of the most 
popular excursions was a trip to New Norfolk, for a walk 
along the river cliffs to the Oast House, and on to the 
Salmon Farm. Experiences such as these are invaluable to 
the greater learning of all the students.

The life of the school
The students have also been involved in the Hutchins 
School Community by:

• participating in the annual fair
• providing interpreting services for teachers and parents 

with the younger ESL students in the Junior School, 
and

• working in the classroom when needed. 
Members of the group have also helped out working with 
the Year 6 Trade Fair, providing cultural knowledge and 
making bookmarks for the students with the Junior School 
boys’ names written in Thai, Mandarin or Korean.

I will be taking a year’s leave next year to travel. My 
replacement—Mr Simon Moore—will be continuing to 
provide experiences such as these to provide the best 
possible Tasmanian experience for the boys, plus providing 
as many opportunities for Hutchins Students to learn about 
new cultures.

The steep learning curve and greater 
number of schools competing were reflected in our performance overall. The best 
results were from Mr McQueen’s Year 8 team who reached the quarter-finals and Mrs 
Cook’s Year 11 team who were defeated in the semi-finals. Next year we are forewarned 
and forearmed; we’ve honed our skills; and we hope to achieve the success that Hutchins 
teams from past years have enjoyed.

Poetry & Prose and Literary Competition
Talented and enthusiastic performers brought poetry and prose to life in performances this year. The winners were: 
Thomas Clark-Hansen and Nathan Cosgrove (Junior), William Hewer (Intermediate) and Craig Irons (Senior).

Arguably his biggest achievement 
was to lead the Thorold team to victory in the House Athletics. Tristan has been awarded a scholarship to the 
AIS for 2005.

National Titles – Goolwa, Sth Australia
Report on the National Titles at which Hutchins 
represented Tasmania
